HOME PARLIAMENT

London, Oct. 11.—The House of Com-
mons today began consideration of seri-
ous problems resulting from the war,
with the introduction, by Premier As-
quith, of a new vote of credit for $800,-
000,000. It was expected the debate
would include the government of Ire-
land, extension of conscription to Ire-
land, and the obtaining of more men
from England, Scotland and Wales by
closer scrutiny of men under forty years
of age. Extension of the age limit to
45 is not expected at present,

The vote of credit is the thirteenth,
bringing up the total to £8,182,000,000.
It is expected to last only until the end
of the present year, and another request
will be necessary before March. There
probably will be no fresh public bor-
rowing in the shape of a long term war
loan at present as the counir’s needs
are bein revenue from taxes and
by short-dated issues.

SPANISH NEWSPAPER'S BET

Winnipeg Believes the Railway
Brotherhoods May Go Out

‘Winnipeg, Oct. 11~There is a very
Hvely impression in railroad and labor
circles that a strike involving the great
brotherhoods on Canadian lines is im-
minent.

It is also reported that the question
will be‘ lefinitely settled tcday, hence it
is a military St. Swithin’s for the prov-
ince, for if the sun of favor does not
smile upon the scheme as placed before
the department then the New Bruns-
wick Command will continue in its form-
er groove, no doubt longer than the forty
days prescribed for the proverbial badg-
er.
It has been found, since the war began,
that the condition of a separate branch
of the district fe= this proyvince leads to
a great amount of the sd called “réd
tape,” which militates against despatch
in the handling of matters pertaining to
New Brunswick troops. The only feas-
ible solution of the problem, in the opin-
fon of military men in this province, is
the creation of a separate military dis-
trict for New Brunswick. In this con-
nection it is pointed out that New
Brunswick, N ova >cotia and Prince Ed-
ward Island are the -=ly provinces in
the dominion' which do not enjoy a sep~
arate district and handle their own mili«
tary affairs within their own borders.

On
October 1 there were 469 vessels build-
ing, representing a total of 1,789,064
tons, about 249,000 tons more than the
amount under construction at the end
of the previous quarter and 258,000 tons
more than that building a year ago.

London, Oct. 11.Reuter’s Amsterdam
correspondent quotes the Tageblatt of
Berlin to the effect that examination of
the military class of 1870 to 1875 (men
between the ages of 58 and 63) will take
place this month in the province of
Brandenburg in which Berlin is situated.
The despatch says the order refers to all
those who previously have been declared
unfit for military service.
