«! aSi London, Oct 4.—German papers reach­

ing London, in their comment on the 
lighting on the western front breathe an 
air of confidence concerning the results 
of the Anglo-French offensive after the 
first day’s “surprise attack."

"’The German people realise-the fright­
ful seriousness of the bldody struggle,” 
says the Frankfurter Zeitung, “but Ger­
many is not yet exhausted as her en­
emies would like to believe. We have at 
our disposal a sufficient number of free 
reserves who can be thrown In at any 
time and at any place, without weaken­
ing our fronts elsewhere. We shall force 
our adversaries to recognise this fact”

The Berlin Tageblatt says that no­
thing would be more foolish than‘for the 
German people to take a light hearted 
view of the terrible seriousness of these 
battles, but that confidence should be 
drawn from “the brilliant proofs of the 
courage and power of resistance the Ger­
mans previously have displayed against 
n numerically superior enemy.”

Athena, Oct. 3-—(Via Paria, Oct. 4)—All doubt as to the entrance 
of Greece into the war on the aide of the Entente Ain«g has now 
been disposed with. The official organ of the government says the 
landing of the French troops at SaloniM is for the purpose of assist- 
ing Greece.

In regard to the landing of the Ranch troops the governmental 
organ says that if, for the present, the government considers the 
assistance of the allies as premature, it is none the lees to aid and 
support Greece that the allies are at SaloniM. Prance and Rngia-nd 
enter the Balkans as traditional friends of Greece, and not otherwise.

The Greek government has seised the Macedonian railroads, of 
which two are Austrian and one French.

It was reported unofficially last week that the Entente Allies 
had landed troops near SaloniM to co-operate with the Greeks 
against Bulgaria. No official announcement to this effect has been 
made but the Athens despatch indicates that such a movement either 
is impending or has already been made.

GERMANY INTENDS 
TO FORCE ISSUE 

Amsterdam, via London, Oct. 4—Pro­
testing against Sir Edward Grey’s warn­
ing to Bulgaria that she would be held 
strictly accountable for aggressive ac­
tion against Use allies’ friends in the 
Balkans, the Hamburg Nachrichten pro­
fesses not to understand the excitement 
which has been caused in the entente 
nations. The paper declares Germany 
and Austria have no purpose except the 
temporary occupation of the Serbian 
bank of the Danube in order to assure 
necessary supplies for Turkey since 
Roumania refuses to permit the transit 
through- its territory of such war ma­
terial.

“If, therefore, Serbia is prudent," the 
Nachrichten explains, “she will save 
blood and powder by withdrawing her 
troops somewhat to the east-, as the 
goods destined for Turkey never will 
harm Serbia, and meanwhile she will 
rectify the wrongs she did to Bulgaria 
in the summer of'1912.”
MORE ABOUT MASSING 
OF GERMAN FORCES

Milan, Italy, Oct. 2—(Via Paris 4 —
While Roumania keeps 100,000 men on 
the Austro-Buigarian frontier, says a 
Bucharest despatch to the Corriere Della 
Sera, the Germans have withdrawn the 
Infantry massed along the southwest 
slopes of the Carpathians, but have left 
a strong force of artillery. On the other 
hand In the region between Kronstadt,
Transylvania and Hemnannstadt, near 
the Roumanian frontier, there is a con­
stant coming and going of German sol­
diers.

According to reliable though uncon- 
infdrmation, 100,000 German 

troops have been moved from Buko- 
wina to the Serbian frontier and there 
now are several hundred thousand men 
stationed in Hungary, 'between Pancz- 
ova, Weisskirchen, and Versecz. Two 
thirds of this army is said to be com­
posed of Germans. It is estimated that 

I the artillery numbers 1200 guns, between 
I Panczova and Weisskirchen alone. The 
greater part of these forces are newly 
formed regiments with the best troops 
from the Belgian front. These soldiers- 
are in good condition. Most of the men 
are under thirty, The majority of the 
Germans are Bavarians. There is only 
one officer to each battery, most of the 
lower commands being entrusted to 
German, non-commissioned officers.
Field Marshal Von Mackensen, the 
commander-in-chief, is reported to have 
arrived at Temesvar, seventy-two miles 
northeast of Belgrade.
