‘Supply Soldiers

SOLACE T0 WOUNDED

Has Repeatedly Got Correspon-
dents Out of Tight Corner—
Effect on Non-cembatants

Tobacco has played its part in eveniy
war, from Waterloo to the Balkans. It
is playing a tremendous part in this, the
greatest war in history. Tobacco is a so-
lace and has won and lost battles. A
battle hinges on a tiny incident, if his-
torians are to be believed, and tobacco
fills & big _place in war. All the govern-
ments'in’g:e present war now see the
wisdom of supplying solace in the form
of tobacco to their fighters,

One of the first moves of Germany
was was to seize all cigars, cigarettes and
tobacco factories “For the reason that a
majority of the capital is held in Eng-
land,” Germany seized and placed under
government control the Jasmatzi con-
cern at Dresden and the Balschart fac-
tory at Baden-Baden.

When the German$§ entered Heyst the

population was ordered to leave, but be-
fore the people left the German officers
demanded 50,000 cigars.
No town of any considerable size in Bel-
gium has been taken by the Germans
that a demand for cigard or tobacco in
other forms has not been made,

In Berlin and other important cities
in Germany there is on every prominent
corner a box for the collection of cigars
for the soldiers in the field. In the re-
receptacles are dropped daily thousands
of cigars, which are taken up and sent
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to the men fighting against the allies.

The French colony in Port~ Ricn s
collecting funds to supply 10,000 cigar-
ettes monthly to the French soldiers at
the front. ‘Ane firsi gut of tuis & 3w
Rican colony was 10,000 cigars. i

When a man has been wounded, and;
it has been possible to send him back
to the hospital the one thing he has crav-
ed has been tobacco, in the form of cig-
arettes, cigars or in a pipe. For that rea-
son Dinard, France, is raising a fund to
buy cigarettes for invalided soldiers. Di-
nard points out that a cigarette is often
a consolation to the wounded man when
time hangs heavily on his hands and he
has no friends near to cheer him.

Strange as it may seem, there is a
greater consumption of tobacco by those
who have nothing to do with fighting in
the war.- ‘The war throughout the world
has stimulated men, who, roused from
the humdrum of their regular lives, con-
sume more tobacco when such.an ex-
citement as a great war is on. The con-
sumption is greater now because this!
war touches more. than any war since
history began.

A war month of 1914, compared with
a year ago, shows that ourexports show-
ed an increase of 23,277,408 pounds, and
since then the demand for tobacco has
increased steadily. There is a greater de-
mand for tobacco as the war continues,
for the war will slacken the production
of tobacco in England, France, Austria,
Russia and Germany.

While alcoholic drinks gre forbidden in
the armies now fighting in the fleld, and
to soldiers preparing to take to the fir-
ing lines, urgent requests have been
made to all governments at war to have
the public include tobacco in comfort
gifts to the soldiers,

In most armies tobacco is now a regu-
lar item in the supply of all soldiers and
sailors.

In 1870 in the charge’ before Sadr-
brucken, the Brunswick Hussars gallop-
ed into the historic &ncounter with the
French with cigars in' their mouths. It
has been repeated a number of times in
this war, particularly after a city has
been forced to contribute cigars and men
have saved them for the moment when
they should go into battle.

In this war, when the life of a war
correspondent seems to be.one arrest
after another, cigarettes have saved many
a correspondent from being made a pris-
oner. No war correspondent has entered
this war without a good supply of cig-
arettes and they have been worth their
weight in gold to him—New York
Press.
