The /whole production is staged in
lavish style and literally thousands of
people appear in the screening. The ex-
pedition of Richard, the Lion-Hearted,
with his faithful knights on their Cru-
sade to the Holy Land; the atrocities

perpetrated by his brother Prince John
during his absence; the return of
Huntingdon, to England, and the many
episodes in. the movements of Robin
Hood and his band, form a network
of historical facts on which is woven
a delightful and thrilling-story.

The picturization of this story in-
volved big, modern building operations
at the Holywood open-air theatre. It
is said that 250 tons of material were
used for the walls of Richard’s castle,
which covered three and one-half acres
of ground. Nottingham town, the tour-
nament field, the Crusaders’ camp,
Robin Hood’s rendezvous in the woods
and other scenes were all elaborately
and minutely depicted, the preparation
of the settings requiring three months
to complete. In the erection of a port-
cullis and drawbridge at the -castle,
structural iron work was used for the
first time in a motion picture set. Be-
sides the large cast of principals, more
than 10,000 extra people were used in
the actual staging of the spectacle, and
in one scene alone, 1,800 players par-
ticipated. In all, 1,108 separate scenes
make up the story.

WINS PLACE ON
OLYMPIC TEAM

Manila, June 22—(A. P. By Mail.)—
By winning the 100 and 220-yard runs
at the recent Far Eastern Olympiad
at Osaka, Japan, Fortunato Catalon,
Filipino sprinter, won the honor of
representing  the Philippines . at the
Olympic games to be held in Paris in
1924, Catalon has covered the cen-
tury in 94-4 seconds, within one-fifth
of a second of the world’s record held
by Charles W. Paddock, H. P. Drew,
and D. J. Kelly.

Catalon, who is a farmer boy from
the interior of the Island of Leyte in
the Philippine archipelago, failed in his
first attempt to make a school track
team, and was relegated to the kitchen
as a cook’s helper in order to defray
his expenses. His failure was in 1915
during the East Visayan athletic meet
held in the Province of Cebu.

The little Filipino continued his
training and next year made the dis-
trict team in the inter-district meet.
His showing was good and he was
given his second chance for the pro-
vincial track and field team. This
time he did not disappoint his coach.
He won the 100 and 120 events.

It was not until 1917, however, that
the Leyte boy won permanent recog-
nition as a sprinter.

In 1919, during the Far Eadtern
games at Manila, Catalon defeated Ma-
dono, the crack Japanese sprinter, and
in the Far Eastern meet in 1921 in
Shanghai, he won every event in which
he started, earning the reputation of
being - the -meet’s -greatest individual
star.

This year, while he won both his
events, the time was poor, due to a
heavy, muddy track.

Catalon’s time for the 100 was 10 2-5
seconds, and his time for the 220 was
22 1-5 seconds, which lowered the for-

Would Save Ruins of
‘House Beautiful’ of
Pilgrim’s Progress

Society for Protection of An-
cient Buildings Perturbed
Over Plan to Tear Down
Houghton Towers.

Bedford, Eng., July 24—The Society
for the Protection of Ancient Buildings
in Britain is getting perturbed over the
suggested demolition of Houghton
Towers, the “House Beautiful® of
Bunyan’s “Pilgrim’s Progress,” which
stands in ruins near Houghton Con-
quest, Bedfordshire.”

The ruins are very beautiful, and
since they still are considepable, con-
sisting of the north and west Joggias,
the entrance porch and the towers, as
well as the whole of the ekxternal walls,
it is argued that the cost of removing
the material would not be much less
than any sum likely to be realized by
the sale of the stonework.

Apart from its association with Bun-
van, Houghton Towers is a valuable
example of the skill of John Thorpe
and Inigo Jones, its architects. It was
built for Mary, Countess of Pembroke.
On the frieze of the west front, dated

| 1604, are the porcupine of the Sidneys |

and the bear and ragged staff of the
Dudleys. Though the work of building
was started from the plans of John!

Thorpe, it had not far advanced when
Inigo Jones took it over ‘and at once
put into practice his new ideas gath-
ered in Italy. ;

. After the death of the Countess:in
1619 the house passed from the Pem~
broke family into the hands of the
Bruce family, who made some internal
alterations, in the taste of the seven-
teenth century. These alterations in-
cluded a fine Carolean staircase, which
was later sold and may now be seen in |
the Swan Hotel at Bedford.

The last man to live at Houghton
Towers was the Marquis of Tavistock,
who was killed while hunting. His
father, the Duke of Bedford, declared
that he could not bear the idea of a
stranger living in his son’s home, so he
ordered the roof to be riven off and
the interior sold. That was in 1794,
and ever since the “House Beautiful”
has been slowly descending to ruin.
