Moncton, N. B.,, Nov. 27—By the will
of Mrs. Jeanette A. Jerdan, widow of

tJames C. Jordan, of San Francisco, the

Jordan Memorial Sanitorium at River

Glade, N. B., is left more than $80,000.

According to the law of the state of
California any bequest to a charitable
institution outside of the United States
must be contained in a will dated at
least thirty days before the death of the
one making the will, otherwise it is

void. Mrs. Jordan’s will, in which New;

Brunswick is so much interested, was
made only twenty-six days before her
death and as it stands the bequest to the
Jordan Memorial Sanitorium rests sole-
ly upon the good will of the other residu-
ary legatees,, Marion Jordan Bentick
Smith and Helen Jordan Baker, daugh-
ters of the late James C. Jordan. It is
understood that they are favorably dis-
posed towards carrying out the words of
the will, irrespective of the date. :
If things work out tlxis way Jordan
Sanitorium will be a beneficiary to the
extent of one-third the residuary estate,
which is reckoned at about a quarter of
a million. Acadia University receives
$6.000 and the income from an invest-
ment of $8,000 is to pay the salary of
the Baptist minister at The Glade.

No Official Announcement
of Reason for Protecting
Centre of Government in
London—The Work Begun
. Last Night. '

London, Nov. 27—The erection .of bar-
riers eight feet high, which will exclude
i the public from Downing street and ad-
ijacent Charles street, was begun last
hight with instructions that the work
should be continued until it is completed.
Both streets lead from Whitehall to a
| group of government departmental of-
| fices, including the foreign office dnd the

India offiee, and also the official resi-
dences of Premier Lloyd George and An-
drew Bonar Law, government leader in
the house of commons.

i The barriers are to be of a substantial
character, foundations having been rug
'to receive them. Gates wide enough to
admit an automobile are to be provided.

At the same time, the light barriers,
raised at the other end of the two
 Streets, to check the pressure of the
icrowds on the occasion of the unveiling
of the Cenotaph for the men killed in
the war, are being strengthened.

Ottawa, Nov. 27—In the long period
of heavy taxation which faces Canade
as a result of the great war, it will be-
come Increasingly important to every
‘taxpayer th%t the dominion, provinces
and municipalities shall get together in
order to map out the various fields of
taxation so that each may get its due

i in the manner most equitable to the eiti-

zens. In the meantime, every citizen
has a right to know just what is the
public debt of the dominion including
the federal debts, the provincial debts
and the municipal debts. The war debt.
exceeding two billion dollars, is so huge
that it has become customary to dis-
regard the load of debt built up before
the war by dominion, provinces and
municipalities, although it is still un-
discharged.

The bureau of statistics is making «
gallant attempt to gather all financial
mfot:matlon relative to the dominion, the
provinces and the municipalities of
more than 10,000 population but there
is no co-ordinated system of accounting
in the provinces nor in the municipali-
-ties. Some municipalities show lump
sums expended for roads, for instance.
and it is impossible for the most zealous
,of officers to find out just what it cost
ja y.ard for each method of road making.
It is hoped that full statistics of every
province and municipality will be gather-
ed eventually hut efforts to get this are
slowed up now on acount of the census
next year.
