ff The passengers on the C. F. O. S. 
liner Melite, which arrived in port last 
night, disembarked at Sand Point this 
morning. There were only 187 pas­
sengers on board, 100 naval ratings for 
various parts of St. John’s, Newfound­
land, and the remaining number civil­
ians, a few Australian officers and some 
Canadian officers, who had seen service 
in the Royal Naval Air Forces and the 
Royal Air Forces. The steamer brought 
from Brest to Boston 1,295 troops and 
325 officers, after which she came on to 
this port to land the other passengers 
and load cargo for Liverpool.
Something to Remember.

Included in the Canadian officers was 
Captain W. L. Haight of Parry j Sound 
(Ont.), who crossed overseas with the 
162nd infantry in 1916 and later joined 
the Royal Air Forces and was sent to 
do duty in the east. In April, 1917, he 
arrived in Alexandria where he re­
mained for two months with the Brit­
ish forces, after which he went to Cairo 
where he operated against the Hun air­
men for eight months. In- March, 1918, 
while engaged with German airmen he 
was shot down over the Turks’ line and 
was taken prisoner. His engine had been 
badly shattered by shrapnel and one 
piece of steel struck him in the head, in­
flicting a bad wound over the left tem­
ple. When he crashed to earth he was 
seized by the Turks and put in a filthy 
prison infested with rats and vermin. 
He was kept there for one month and 
was then sent to Afion Kara Hissar to 
a big prison camp. After being there 
for a short time he made a break for 
liberty, accompanied by two English­
men. They made suits out of bedding 
and dyed the cloth with some dye they 
procurred at a bazaar. They then cov­
ered their hands, face and neck with a 
mixture of permanganate and potash 
and started out. After traveling for 200 
miles on foot they were chased and 
captured by Turkish brigands, who 
stripped them. One of their number, 
Lieutenant Jamieson of South Devon, 
England, made a break for liberty and 
was shot dead.
