Story of Heroism In North Sea Disaster Told By
Survivor—Captain Only Man Left on Wreck

tf There were eighteen policemen reserv-

ists on H. M. S. Hogue when she went
down in the North Sea, and one of them,
Able-Bodied Seaman George Edwards,
of the Metropolitan Police, who has just
returned to his home at Long Ditton,
Surrey,/ told an interviewer a remark-
able story of the disaster to the three
cruisers, which discloses many particu-
lars not before published.

Mr. Edwards said that, except for
those on duty, the whole of the ship’s
company were asleep in their bunks and
hammocks about 6.15 on the morning of
the disaster when the master-at-arms
came rushing amongst’ them with the
news that the Aboukir had been tor-
pedoed, and they all tumbled out to
render assistance. A big boat' was put
off to go to the Aboukir, and whilst the
crew were looking at it rowing away
they realised that they had been tor-
pedoed themselves.

“I was standing on the port side look-
ing at the boat,” said Mr. Edwards,

“Well, there I was in the sea swim-
