Broadway to take action on the boycott
of the lumber of C. L. Bucki & Co. The
1abor committee reported, that they had
examined into the the case and found
the strike and boycott to be without
cause. The deal voted i ly
that the New York lumber dealers should
close their yards on Saturday May 9th,
and that the dealers of Brooklyn and
Jersey City should deliver nothing in
New York city ; this to continoe until
the boycott was removed by the labor
unions. Exception was made as to hard-
woods, trim and lumber for export. 1t
was, however, deided to close down
on woods on Saturday, May 16th,
which was done.

In co uenee of the action on the
part of the lumber dealers, the consump-
tion of lumber in the building trades
was reduced the first week about 80 per
cent, and during the second week over
95 per cent “We estimate the wages lost
by the workmen thrown out of employ
during the first week amounted to at
least ,000 and during the second
week to about $450,000. We estimate
the amount of lumber usually handled
daily in New York city to be three mill-
ion feet or eigeteen million & week. * * * *

“The effect of thisstoppage of the lum-
ber trade here has been severely felf,
especially in Albany, Buffalo and Tona-
wanda, where numbers of canal boats
mamg idte.”

“What is this fighting about? In order
that our out-of-town readers may under-
stand it, we will state it in a few words,
viz: The lumber dealers propose to
manage their own business, and employ
union or non-union men, as may be mut-

ble toemployer or employee.
