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i MEND YOUR BIRD'S LEGS.
Young, chickens and other birds fre-
quently break the bones of their legs,
and if properly attended to these frac-
tures can be easily cured with very lit-
tle trouble. As soon as the injury
is noticed the fracture must be care-
fully cleaned and washed with warm
water, and then wrapped with a bit of
antiseptic cotton. Splints are then
prepared for the fractured limb, pre-
ferably of split elderwood, the pith of
*which is taken out. These splints are
fastened to the cotton with a drop of
glue, and held tightly in place by being
wound with linen thread. The bandage
and dressing are left undisturbed for
from three to four weeks; then the
leg is soaked in tepid water unti: the
bandage comes off easily. The frac-
ture will have completely healed in
that time. Canaries and other pet
birds can-be similarly treated in case
of a fracture of a leg, only the elder
splints are substituted by pieces of
cardhoard, and the bandage is left but
two weeks on the little winged pati-
ents.
