The glorious news of the relief of
Ladysmith reached the Miramichi at
an early hour on Thursdsy morning
last, and as it followed oo closely on
thas of the surrender of Cronje’s army
and the splendid achievements of the
-| Canadian contingent in the campaign,
Chbatham, Newcastle and other centres
got up celebrations befitting the oc-
- easion.

In Chatham and Newcastle the bands
paraded the strees, and flags were dis-
played everywhere.

Water Street, Chatham was made 2
mass of brilliant coloring by the many
strings of flags which spanned it from
side to side for several blocks, and
there were displays of flags on the
" -_,1_ and basi '1 all
over the town. At twelve o'clock the
church and town bells were rung, and
the steam whistles «f the town's in-
;| dustrial centres, the electric light
station ete. were sounded for a quarter
of an hour or more. A balf holiday
was given to the school children.
Maoy  citizens joined in an indpromp-
tu procession, led by Frel Tweedie in
a box sled, in which prominent citizens
stood packed like sardives waving flags
and cheering for the Empire, for
Roberts, for our boys at the front, for
Baller and Kitchener and others pro-
minent in the war. Behind this was
an ever increasing lot of sleighs of all
kinds, from the dandy family four-
seater and neat cutter, to the boy with
his dog sled. Ererybody was in it and
continued to celebrate for the day, for
the stores were closed and the boliday
could not have been more generally
aad enthusiastically observed had a
woek’s notice been given of it.

Loxpox, March 1, 925 a.m.—The war
office has received the following despatch
from General Balle-: *‘Lyttleton’s head-
quarters, 1, 9.05, morning-—Geeeral Dun-
donald, with the Natal Carbineers and a
composite regiment entered Ladysmith
last night.

and bullets. Its strength was estimsted
at over 9,000 men when the siege opened,
but the force has been reduced by serious
fighting snd by the ravages of typboid
fever, Buller, when he entered the town
foond thet White's soldiers had been
reduced in rations to balf s pound
of mesl dwly, and had been living
on their horses and mules. They seem
to have been in desperate steaits, Their
reserves of ammunition were not deserib-
ed, bat were probably exhausted. They
were not rescued & day too soom, snd
were unfit for operations in the field.
Their last bolt was shot when they best
basck the Boer storming party st Oaesar’s
Cemp early in Jsnosry. The siege of
Ladgsmith came to an end unexpectedly
to the garrison.

The enemy retreated, however, ss 8008

as Buller’s decisive victory was woen st
Pieters. The guns were hastily semoved
from Bulwsns and Grobler’s Kloff, snd on
the following day the who'e district be-
tween Colenso snd Ladgsmich was clesr
and the resr guards were dissppesring
towards Laing’s Nek.
Press despatches in the morning papers
contsin desoriptions of Bullec’s finsl bat-
tle for the relisf of Ladysmith, and there
eannot be s more striking evidence of the
gallantry and grit of British soldiers. A
forced march of three battalions, the
d t of a precipitons river wall and she
sudden sttack upon the enemy’s position
made up as brilliant a feat of srms as has
been recorded during the campsign. It
was followed by s spirited charge all slong
the line by bsttalions which had been
constantly under fire for ten days.

BMooper River, March 1 (Pasrdeberg,
Feb. 28).—1t is admitted on all sides thst
the sttack made on the enemy’s trenches
by the Royal Cansdians yesterdsy morn-
ing helped materislly to force the sur-
render of Genersl Cronje. The whole
regiment did splendidly, but G, (New
Bruoswick and Prinece Edward [sland),
and H (Eovs Scotis) campanies excelled
all others in the work of building ad-
vanced trenches under beavy fSre. Their
casualties, consequently, besr beavy pro-
porsion to the total. After Genersl
Cronje surrendered Gensral Lord Reberts
addressed the troops, and especislly eom-
plimented the Canadisss on the share
they had borne in the schievement of the
vietory.

In estimeting this year on territorisl

revenune we had in our miods the disposisg
of the balsnos of the erown lsnds, Hemor-
sble gentlomen will remember thet in 1803
thoe general orown lsod esles ook pisce.
All the lsuds of the province were not
sold as that time sod some 4,000 squsrs
miles romained for sale. The governmens
did nos offar it for sale the next year,
feoling thas it would be poor polisy to do so,
bus they gave the lumber operators through-
out the province the opportunity of sslesting |
snd spplyiog for the lsnd from time to time, '
After » fow years we oconsidered that
sufficient time had been given for selestion
sod it was thought right thet the province
should real 2o from ite lamber lands il thes |
could be reslized. Therefore in Aungass
lsst, afier due noufication, these lands were.
offered for sele at public auvetion, Before
that sale the lumbermen made s vigorons
protest sgaiust the course the goversment
wsse taking, They elsimed thet it was sot
in the interests of the tey or of the
lambar operators that these lands should be
sold, snd they asked that the sale be post-
poned iodefinitely.

THE POLICY WAS RISHT,

The governmeot rwoognized that to s |
ocertain extont it was not in the foterest of |
the lamber operstors that the lands should |
be sold, a8 it woold have the effect io some |
eases of foreiug those who did not nqlin;.
lsnds to purchase. However, il was hh:
that the polioy of the goversment was the
right poliey, snd thet the province should
reap the benefis of her lamber resouress,
sod therefore it was d thston Bo
scooust could we comply with the reqasst
to postpove the ssle. The lumbermen met
sad intended passing resolations condemisg
the government, bat he (Mr. Tweedie)
thought the results of thet sale had
justified the policy of the goverament,
Not onlg. did the sale reslize to the
provinos some $25000, but by resson
of the resewal licenses the provinse
will vesp from the sales of those leads
s sum vpwards of $2,000 per yesr for the
pext 19 yesrs. (Applause.) He thought
the conrse of the government in this mstier
was sn snswer to the charges that the
goversment was bound bsod snd foot by the
lambesmen of the ovustry. The lomber.
men had s right to be recogoised as much ss
soy other man carryiog on s grest busimess
sod belping forward the interests of the
ecoustry, and is was the desire of the govern-
meat to assist them s every possible way
consistent with s proper regerd for the
interests of the peopls st lsrge. (Applauss.)
