In the
main buildlng’ ractic cally evéry space
has 'been taken and ny exhibits are
already near “completion.: The  big
building itself; elaborately hung with
bunting; flags ' and streamers, is dll
ready for the exhibitors who will fill
the place during the rest of the week.

The first change noticed on entering
the main doors is a commodious office
for the live stock commissionenrs to the
right of the entrance, where the C. P.
