- Superintendent’s Recommendations.

FREDERICTON, April 24.—The third
annual convention of the New Bruns-

wick Teachers’ Association met in the
High School, Fredericton, this after-
noon and evening. President W. M.
MoLean was in the chair, and the
delegates present were: W. M. Mc-
Lean, J. S. Myles, J. Frank Owens and
Thomas E. Powers of St. John; Chas.
D. Richards, Woodstock; R. KEsta-
brooks, McAdam; Miss Bessie M. Fra-
ser, Grand Falls; H. B. Burton Leggie,
Cratham; H. H. Stuart, Harcourt;
Frank A. Good, Fredericton; Fred A.
Dixon, Backville; W. R. Shanklin of
Sunbury and Queens, and S. W, Irons
of Moneton.

The secretary-treasurer’s report
showed 358 paid up members, exclusive
of Albert county, which sent no re-
turns. Sunbury-Queens has a large ad-
ditional membership, which will meet
next month. The Normal School is to
be canvaseed mext month.

New .subordinate associations since
last meeting were organized in Glou-
cester,. Westmorland and Moncton,

Prospects for the association were
Lright. The -accounts showed a small
surplus. ‘The salary schedule ang de-
claration of December last was unani-
mously -endorsed by the convention, as
follows: -

“We, the undersigned teachers of New
Rrunswick, hereby form ourselves 1ntq
an association in subordination to the
N. B. Teachers’ Asociation, for the
mutual benefit and the furtherance of
education in general, and pledge our-
selves:

““Pirst—Not to underbid - any other"

teacher in salary.

“Second—Not to | accept from any
boarl of school trustees in New Bruns-
wick a &alary less-than the schedule
adopted by the subordinate association
of ‘the ‘county or city in which we are
or may hereafter be employed, and

whether thére be any local schedule or’

not, a salary lower than that which
shall from time to time be fixed ‘for
the provinece by the provincial conven=
tion or its executive committee, such
proviné¢ial minimum being now .as fol-
lows: For Grammar School, superior
and first class males, other than prin-
cipals of Grammar Schools, $300 per
year: 'second class males, $240; for
third class males, $170; for female prin-
cipals of Swuperior Schools, $300; for
Grammar ‘School superior and first
class fémales, other than principals of
Grammar and Superior Schools, $175;
for second class females, $165; for third
class females, $130. It was resolved
that the executive appoint one person
for each county and city, and one or
more persons for the Normal School,
to solicit new members. ¢

It was unanimously resolved that the
convention endorse the three recom-
mendations in the chief scperintend-
ent’'s last reports, as follows:

“That ythe provincial grant to teach-
ers of tHe first and second clgsses, after
two years in the public schools. shall
be increased by ten per cent, for the
third year, and by a further ten per
cent. each additional year thereafter
until a maximum is reached of $200 per
vear for first class male teachers, $160
for second class male teachers, $150
for first class female teachers, and $120
for second class female teachers.

“Second—That the sum of $40 per
year, instead of $30 as at present, bé
paid directly to teachers out of the
eounty fund, and that in order to meet
this additional claim upen the fund,
the amount levied upon each county
shall be equal to forty cents for every
Inhabjtant of the county, instead of
thirty cents as at present.

“Third—That each parish, ‘so far as
may be found practicable,’ shall con-

stitute a single school district, with a
school board elected or appointed, as
the legislature may determine. Among
the important duties of the parish
school board would be the granting o}
the present districts and the establish-
ing of central graded schools wherever
the conditions would permit, the ap-
pointment of competent teachers, and
the local supervision of all the schools
of the parish by the agency of a paid
secretary.

The minimum rate of assessment
should not be less than one half of one
per cent. of the assessable valuation of
the parish. It would enable the trus-
tees to increase the local salaries of
the teachers by at least fifty per cent.
without imposing too heavy a burden
upon any locality,

Then it was unanimously passed that
the executive take proper steps to lay
before the provincial government this
request of. the association ag outlined
in the chief superintendent’s report
just endorsed. On motion the execu-
tive, with power to add to their num-
ber, was appointed a standing legisla-
tive cbmmittee.

The per capita tax was raised from
ten to fifteen cents,

At the evening session  .the audit
committee reported the secretary-
treasurer’s accounts. correct. The fol-
lowing passed unanimously: In view of
the expensive machinery of the Normal
School and the large number of trained
teachers annually passing out of the
institution, we feel that there is no
scarcity of teachers to meet the needs
of the province if adequate remunera-
tion be offered by trustees. We there-
fore resolve that the legislative -com-
mittee of this association strongly pro-
test against the renewal of third class
licenses and issuing of local licenses
by inspectors.

K was unanimously resolved that all
members of the association changing
schools notify the .secretary of  the
county assoctation, and also that they

"be requested to reéport when they

secuted schools. And further, that t

county secretaries be urged to make & :

list. of all unfilled schols and. furnish.
information when possible to members
of the aseociation. No information
concerning vacancies to be given to
those not members, of the association..

STRATEGIC SILENCE.

ST. PETERSBURG, April 24, 2.05 a.
m.—Vice Admiral Rojestvensky con-
tinues his policy of strategic silence
and has answered the admiralty’s mes-
sage of last Saturday, pointing out the
position of the French government on
neutrality regulations only by putting
to sea, giving no intimation of his
plans or destination. Russian naval
not ‘be surprised if 'it
should develop that the squadron had
been already two days or more on the
way northward when the instructions
were cabled to him, and that the ad-
miralty was aware of this when the
message was sent.

TOGO'S MAIN FLEET.

TL.ONDON, 24.~—A despateh
from ~Manld; 722, to ¢the - Daily
News says:

“Admiral Togo’s main fleet will as-
semble south of Formosa on April 26.

“The Japanese consul here has re-
ceived a long cipher message concern-;
ing Kamimura's squadron, which is
expected tomorrow (Sunday). The
consul says the ships will not .enter
Manila harbor, but will cruise outside:

“There ‘is great official activity here.
The American admiral, the Japanese
consul and the general in command,
have held coaferences. The admiral
will, on Monday, confer with Gover-
nor General Wright.”

The correspondent at Saigon of the
Daily Mail, under date or April 22,
states that the Russian squadron is
short of stores and that French and
German ships are leaving Saigon al-
most daily with huge supplies and de-
spatches, and that other steamers are
being chartered for the same purpose.
“Saigon,” the correspondent adds, “is
reaping a big harvest. I believe that
a portion of the Russian squadron will
meet the Japanese while the rest of
the vessels make a detour to reach
Vliadivostok.”

PURPOSE- OF MISLEADING.

LONDON,? April 24.—Beyond the. re-
port that from Kamrahn the Russian
second ' Pacific squadron prgceeded
northward; there is no further news of.
any kind nor confirmation of the re-
ported firing off Kamranh Bay. There
have been rumors recently that a Dot
tion of Rojestvensky’s sguadron was
at 'Hainan, near the promontory of
Lienchau? If these rumors are -true,
it is supposed the whole squadron may
reassamble there and endeavor in Chi-
nese waters to continue coaling and
other preparations.

Little attention is paid here to re=
ported ‘movements of the Japanese
warships. It is considered that Ad-
miral Togo is not likely to lift the,veil
of secrecy except for the express pur-
pose of misleading.

HAVE DEPARTED. "

PARIS, April 23.—The minister of
colonies officially confirme the report
of the departure of the Russian squad-
ron from Kamranh Bay.

NEW SHIPS.

ST. PETERSBURG, April 22. — The,
commission headed by Grand Duke
*Alexander Michaelovitch (director
general of the mercantile marine and
of iports) which has - already raised
$6,0000000 by public contributions for
the navy, has announced its pro-
grame. The vessels to be buflt are as
follows: Three cruisers of the Bayan'
type, four gunboats of the Gillak type;
ten river gunbpats of 183 tons, several
‘torpedo curisers-of 5770 tons, one mine
transport of the type of the Yenisei, 31
torpedo boat destroyers; torpedo boats
and submarine boats, two of 297 tons
and 29 of 350 tons, and ten coast de-
fence vessels. The names of several
ships destroyed at Port Arthur, like
the Bayan and Pallada, will be repeat-
ed and a number of the ships will be
named after deceased officers who dis-
tinguished themseives .by individual
explofts at Port Arthur, mostly upon
torpedo boats early in tire year. One of
the cruisers will be named Makaroff.

HEARD WITH PLEASURE.

TOKIO,' April 23.—The announce-
meént that in response to Japan’'s re-
presentations France has promined.the'
expuision of the Russian second Pa-

cific squadron from Kamranh Bay and
paffirmed her determination to maintain
her neutrality, is received here with
pleasure and has relieved the tension
of popular feeling, although it is be-
leved that - if Rojestvensky entered
Kamranh Bay for the purpose of pre-
paring for a dash north, the purpose
was accomplished before he was or-
dered to leawve. There is also a sus-
pici¢en that Rojestvancky may simply
make a technical removal from French
territorial waters by going outside the
three mile liniit. Hence the inecident
will remain unclozed until the Rus-
#lans depart from Indo-Chinese wat-
ers.
FRENCH WILL BE CAREFUL.

The foreign office in a statement is-
sued today says :

“The French government, upon re-
ceipt of report ~hat the Baltic squad-
ron had arrived at Kamranh Bay, in-
structzd the governor general of Indo-
China to strictly enforce the rules of
French neutrality. Subsequently the
Japanese government lodged a protest
Wwith France, and the Frehch govern-
ment issued new special instructions
to the governor general for transmit-
tal to the Russians, ordering them to
leave French territorial waters assoon
as possible. The governor general
telegraphed, replying that he had
taken th® necessary measures accord-
ing to instructions. The French gov-
ernment simultancously addressed the
Russian government asking that the
admirals be instructed to leave French
territorial waters.

A POLICE REGIME.

Practically the interior administra-
tion is being conducted through a po-
lice regime. Already there are every-
where evidences of return to the Von
Plehve methods. Domiciliary visits and
arrests by scores and hundreds are re-
ported in every part of the empire, and
meetings of all classes of people are
forbidden and broken up by the police
under the direction of the Jocal gov~
ernors. Even Zemstvo meetings at
Vladimir, Elizabethpol, Orel, Tiflis and
Livadia have been closed. Of course
the government properly arguese-that
it cannot fold its arms and see .the
flames of revolution-fanned by agita-
tors; but it is noticeable that such
spokesmen of reaction as Prince Mest~
chereky (editor of the Grashdanin) are
again boldly proclaiming the doctrine
of repression, characterizing: the con-
stitutionalists and- “intelligents’” as
lunatics. ‘‘Russia has suddenly become
&'vagt lunatic asylum,” saye the Grash-
danin, “and unless mad people -are
locked up and placed out of harm’s
way there is no predicting where all
this idiocy will end.”

PEACE WOULD COME.

Should Rojestvensky be defeated, on
the contrary, the iliberals believe that
the bureaucracy would capitulate and
that peace and a constitution would
come.

have smuggled into the country to
fight the police and troops in case they
should attempt to interfe
demonstrations. They. see to have
plenty of funds, furnished both from
abroad and by wealthy sympathizers
in Russia. The wildest stories of
plans for blowing up the members of
the imperial family, and palaces; of
piHaging and murder of the nobility,
and the wealthy are current, especially
in aristocratic drawing rooms and
many soclety people, thceroughly
frightened, have already made prepar-
ations to go abroad.

Large reinforcements of troops and
especially . of Cossacks, have been
brought to St. Petersburg. Arrests
and searches of the lodgings of sus-
pecis continue; but even Gen. Trepoff,
although he is taking every measure of
precaution, does not seem to know ex-
actly what to expect. That he anti-
cipates trouble and bloodshed is ap-
parent from the fact that he has no-
tified all manufacturers to guard
against incendiarism and through
house porters has warned every family
that women and children must remain
off the streets on May day.

DISORDERS EXPECTED.

Although disorders more or less seri-
ous are anticipated everywhere, Fin-
land and the Baltic provinces probably
are the storm centre. General Maxim-
ovich, governor of Warsaw, has just
returned to his post after a conference
here, clothed with almost dictatorial
powers. All the Polish cities are now
in a state of minor siege, but the gov-
ernor general is authorized to declare
martial law and ample troops will be
furnished to him. .

There are many disquieting -reports
of disaffection of troops, and the names
of regiments, even in the 'Imperial
Guards, are given as having been won
over to the ‘“cause of liberty.” The
military authorities, however, declare
that there is no question of the loyalty
of the troops and that orders will be
obeyed. They . admit, however, that
the revolutionaries have pushed their
propaganda among -the soldiers with
great earnestness.

Independent investigation by the As-
sociated Press seems to bear out the
official claim except as to the Cauca~
sus, where, according to private ad-
vices, the troops are badly fed, and
are on the verge of mutiny and ready
to join the revolutionaries. These ad-
vices represent that the sftuation bor-
ders on anarchy, with the revolution-
aries in practical centrol. ‘“The local
authorities,” according to these ad-
vices, “are powerless. The regiments
at Tifis are mutinous and unreliable.
The revolutionary committee has is-
sued orders openly, demanding compli-
ance undger pain of death. They have
probibited the p of all taxes
to the government d have reduced
rents one-half. The ln.mi_l,ords fear for
their live®s and are afraid;to resist. The
committee regulates hours of labor and
the -opening and cloeing of shops, and
is directing railway wstlilges. Disobed-
lence is punished with death.”
