London, May 3—According to the
official statements, both of Berlin and
Vienna, the German and Austrian
arms have achieved a notable victory
in West Galicla, smashing the entire
Russian centre along a front of many
miles, or, as Berlin roughly puts it,
across the whole western tip of Ga-
licia, from near the Hungarian border
to the point where the river Dunajec
joins the Vistula, which is right at
the frontier of Poland.

Ottawa, May 3.—The political situa-
tion at the capital is becoming more
acute. The activity of the Liberals,
which has been directed for some
months towards inviting the govern-
ment to go.to the country, is now
turned in the direction of declaiming
against the principle of holding an
election at all.

There is not yet any official declara-
tion of the intention of the govern-
ment, but the grave danger of a situa-
tion which places the supreme power
in the hands of the irresponsible Lib-
eral majority in .the senate is one
which cannot last ‘'much longer, The
interests of the country are too pre-
carious at present time. A body of
men who refused to allow Canada tc
strengthen the defences of the Em-

Secretary Bryan called attention to
the fact that the source of his authori-
ty was not given by Consul Stephens,
and that the message read as if he
were reporting on information he had
heard rather than facts officially learn-
ed. Mr. Bryan said he would ask for
a-thorough and complete report from
the American consul, and would di-
rect Ambassador Gerard, at Berlin, to
make similar inquiry of the German
government for such facts as it might
have on %he subject.

The secretary announced that he
did not wish to make any predictions
as to the course of the Ameriean gov-
ernment’s policy until all the facts
were in its possession.

Officials were careful not to take
for granted the truth of reports that
a German torpedo struck the Gulflight,
Until there is definite proof no statt-
ment bearing on the delicate point of
responsibility was deemed expedient.

Secretary Bryan laid before Presi-
dent Wilson. tonight the preliminary
official consular reports telling of the
torpedoing of the Guiflight, Following
his conference with the president, he
reiterated his statement that no polisy
in the matter would be decided cn
until more complete information was
received.

Down by the Bows.

London, May 3.—A despatch io
Lloyds from Scilly says the-Guiflight,
which is anchored in Crow Sound, has
no list, but is down by the bows, so
that forward the freeboard is not more
than two feet. The forehold is full of
water, and the propeller blades are
18 inches above the water.

Apparently the torpedo struck for-
ward, about the bluff of the bow, a
foot below the load water line. The
cargo apparently has not been dam-
aged.

SUBMARINES SINK
THREE STEAMERS
AND A SCHOONER

Three-of Victims of Germans
No Loss of Life Reported.

Newcastle, Eng., May 3—The Nor-
wegian steamship America was tor
pedoed in the North Sea on Saturday.
The vessel sank within two hours.

The crew of the America which
consisted of thirty-nine men were
picked up thirteen hourg later by the
Norwegian mail boat Sterling, and
was landed at Newcastle today.

The America left Sunderland Sat-
urday morning for Bergen.

The steamship America was larger
than most of the vessels which-have
been sunk by German submarines.
Her tonnage was 2,305. She was en-
gaged in the trans-Atlantic trade, and
departed f{rom Philadelphia March
28, on her last trip from this country.

Cargo Valued at $240,166

Philadelphia, May 3—The steamship
America® was owned by the Sweden-
Norway Line and carried a cargo of
lumber and lubricating oil valued at
$240,166. She sailed from this port
March 28 for Bergen and Christiania
in command of Captain Endresm.

- Torpedoed on Sunday

London, May 3 (6.07 am.)—The
Norwegian steamer Baldwin was sunk
by a German submarine in the North
Sea on Sunday.

The members of the crew, number-
ing seventeen men, were allowed to
take to their boats. Today they
landed at Leith.

Nine shots were fired into the Bald-
win before she went down.

The Norwegian steamer Baldwin
was of 698 tons net register, and 231
feet long. Built in 1903, she was
owned by Det Selmerke Rederi, of
Trondhjem, Norway.

Steamer Laila was sunk in the North
Sea on Friday by a German subma»
rine,

Her crew was landed at Copenhagen
today by the steamer Anna, whichk
witnessed the sinking, and at the ree
quest of the commander of the Ger-
man submarine took the crew of the
Laila aboard.

The Laila was a small freighter en-
gaged in the North Sea traffic. Her
tonnage was 445. She wag last re-
ported as arriving at Bergen on April
30.

Leith, Scotland, May 4 (3.05 a.m.)—
The crew of five men of the Swedish
schooner Elsa have been landed here.
Their vessel, they say, was destroyed
by the German submarine U-29 on
Sunday morning.

The Elsa, with a cargo of lumber,
was bound from Holstadt to Granton
and was overtaken by the submarine,
one hundred miles west of May Is-
lands. The crew say they were givem
five minutes to quit the vessel, which
the Germans set on fire.

The crew was picked up by the stéa«
mer Sernebo.

The crew of the schooner Elsa must;
have read wrongly the number of the
German submarine which they report
sank their vessel, as the U-29 was sent
to the bottom some time ago. Her
loss was admitted by the German
Admiralty. The manner in which the
vessel met her end has always been
conjectural, for neither the British
Admiralty nor the Berlin Ministry ofy
Marine has published the facts cone
cerning it. The U-29 was command-~
ed by Captain Otto Weddingen, who
was in command of the U-9 when that
submarine sank the British cruisers
Hogue, Cressy and Aboukir shortly
after the commencement of the war.
