Harbor Piracy.

The astounding information has been
made at this office that a conspiracy has
been formed of tngboat owners and ste-
vedores for robbing shipowners. A ves-
gel lay in the stream the othet day, un-
able to get to her wharf because her
ewners chose to employ a stevedore
who has not joined this Ring. When
we published the item we hoped it
would be denied or explain~d 80 as to
take the disgrace from our pott, but no
denial or explanation has been forth-
coming and we suppose the statement
is as true as it s disgraceful. A Ring of
tugboat owners and stevedores formed
for the purpose of extorting extravagant
pay from the shipowners! Owners of
vessels denied the right to hire whom
they please to unload their vessels!
Tugboat owners refusing to tow vessels
unless a stevedore who “goes divvy”
with them is employed! Now this is har-
bor piracy—nothing less—and should be
punished by severe penalties. Our port
is fast becoming notorious for the or-
ganized legal robbery to which vessels
are subjected in it. Posters in the Liver-
pool Board of Trade rooms warn own-
ers to beware of St. John, a Swedish
ship master has published a letter warn-
ing his countrymen to kecp away from
St. John, and theother evening a Brook-
Iyn captain earnestly thanked God in
Henry Ward Beecher’s prayer meeting
that he had been efiabled by His infinite
mercy and goodness to escape with his
ship from St. John.

A remedy must be found,even though
a Vigilance Committee be required to
administer it, or our magnificent trade
will be seriously injured. It has been

1 injured already. At this time last year

there was & much larger fleet on the
water bound for St.. Johu than there is
now. Property owners don't care SO
much for the high prices deménded as
they do for the intolerable tyranny to
which they are subjected.

One of the most mischievous things &
journal can do is to indulge in hints
about some scandalous matter and leave
the imaginations of readers to compre-
hend what is alluded to.. The truth
ought to be told ormno allusion should
be made to the matter. For months
past our exchanges have had dark hints
in reference to a scandal circulated in
New York against Henry Ward Beech-
er, the eminent preacher. And now our
city contemporaries are making mys-
terious allusions to the scandal, and
their readers are vexed to know just
what the real charge against Mr. Beech-
er is.

Instead of keeping
this covenant, Henry C. Bowen, mem-
ber of Plymouth Church {and proprietor
of that weekly evangelist. ‘The Inde-

{ pendent, has continued to assert or to

hint that Henry Ward Beecher really
was guilty of the crime charged against
him, and the custodian of the covenant
has published it to show that Bowen
circulates the slander in direct violation
of his pledge not to do so. It does not
appear that thereporters have interview-
ed Mrs. Tilton in reference to the matter.
The probability is that she was inter-
viewed by her husband soon after Bow-
en gave him the information concern-
ing her, and succeeded in quieting his
jealous fears; but of this the chronicler
speaketh not. Beecher ought to take
Bowen into the police court and make
him show cause for his scandal or suf-
fer the penalty by law provided for
scanda'mongers. The conviction of
Bowen would be a good advertisement
for his religious paper. It is now
stated that the recent publication has
stirred up the members of Plymouth
Church to action in the matter. The
deacons of that, church, at a secreb
meeting, have voted to proceed at once
with an investigation at the suggestion
of Mr. Beecher himseif.

Surgical Operation. -

Dr. James Christie, assisted by Dr. L.
B. Botsford, Jr., and Dr. Wm. Christie,
performed & difficult but successful opera-
tion yesterday.

Tke Liguor Law—Bar-Rooms May xeép
Open till Eleven o’clock on Saturday
Nights.

Judge Weldon, on application of F. A.
Morrison,has reversed the decision of the
Police Magistrate in the ease of James A.
Sheehan, who was fined for having his .
bar-room open after 10 o’clock on Satur-
day evening. His Honor’s opinion is
that it was the intention of the Legisla-
ture to extend the time on Saturday
evenings; that the Act passed last ses-
sion refers to other nights; and that the
time fixed by the previous Act, 11 o’clock,
must be taken for Saturday evening. The
opinion of His Honor also refers to an-
other objection of Mr. Morrison’s, as fol-
lows: .

There was another ground of objection
taken by the counsel of Sheehan before
me, that the information made by the
policeman was insufficient to give the
Magistrate jurisdiction under the several
Acts of 24 Vic., Cap. 28, which directs
how the proceedings are to be had and
penalties recovered and applied,, and the
Act 84 Vie., Cap. 17, and Act36 Vic. The
cases ex parte Ezgles and ex parte Wilson,
which are reported in 2 Hannay 51, clear-
ly show the information should have been
made by the Chamberlain, or by his
authority. This would be fatal to a con-
viction based upon ‘‘an information made
by a person without any authority.” It
is a well recognized principle, that when
a new obligation is imposed, and a par-
ticular remedy is given by statute, that
remedy must be pursued, 2 C.B.N.S.477.

The conviction will, theretore, be re-
versed.

Water Commissioners are anxious to car-
ry amain above this reservoir to Doug-
lass lake, which will givea head of
seventy-five feet more, or two hundred
and thirty-five feet above low water.
This is very desirable, ag the highest
parts of the city can then be supplied
with an unlimited quantity of water. If
every thing works well the Com-
missioners think the work now in progress
will be completed about the first of No-
vember next. The workmen are gather-
ed from all parts, many of them being
railroad navvies. Some of them live in
shanties near the work, but the greater
part walk into the city after their day’s
work. "The pipes are twelve feet long
with turned ends, which fit into “each
other and are perfectly tight. It will re-
quire about two thousand of them to
complete the work, and each one weighs
about one ton and a half, so that it is a
very heavy job to handle and place them.
It is well worth while to take a walk or
drive out to the scene of operations, see
the men at work and get some idea of
the work being done by the Commission-
ers.

Circuit Court.

Yesterday afternoon was occupied by
the Counsel in the case of Hall vs. Allen
addressing the jury. This morning the
Judge charged the jury. No verdict had
been rendered when the Court adjourn-
ed. ‘

Burpee vs. Carvell was, by  agree-
ment, put on the special docket to be ar-
gued in Fredericton.

Falcon vs. Harrington occupied the
Court ashort time. This was an action
to recover the amounts of promissory
notes, dated the 7th Feby., 1865,—the
first due in two years and six months;
the second in three years and six months ,
the third in four years and six months,
all with interest.. The defence was that
the notes were in consideration of a
bond for a deed, the conditions of which
could not be carried out because the ex-
ecutor had not power to give a title of
the land, for which the notes were given,
the children of the testator being under
age. Both parties agreed to a verdict
for the plaintiff of $500.50, with leave to
enter a nonsuit if the grounds were found
to be sufficient. '

Cotter vs. Brownell was then. called.
Messrs. Jack & McGuire, attorneys, and
A. L. Palmer, Esq., counsel for the plain-
tiff, Messrs. Forbes & Sinnott,attorneys,
and S. R. Thomson, Esq., counsel for the
defence. Mr. Sinnott for the defence
asked that the case be put off until the
August term, as the principal witnesses,
Brownell and Cregan, were absent. The
plaintiff would not agree to this and the
case went on.
