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pathy; the prayers, the self-sacrifice, and the generous benefi-
cence of the friends of evangelical truth. Above all, it needs
their sons. The great want is want of men—men earnest,
consecrated, and completely devoted to Christ ; men of single-
hearted and earnest piety ; men born and trained in ‘Evangeli-
cal homes, and, like Samuel, devoted from their earliest years
to this seryice ; men called by the Lord of the Church Him-
self, and endued by the Spirit of Christ with gifts of service
and of edification. For such men let us pray. We have for
this the warrant of the Master Himself: “Pray ye therefore
the Lord of the harvest, that he will send forth labourers into his
harvest.”
