In our last Bulletin we stated that
the finanéial position was not quite so
good as last year. We are thankful to
say that the Lord has given our Asgo-
ciation such.favor in the eyes of the
public, that during the past week the
collectors have secured and paid over
to the Treasurer an amount sufficient
%o meet all the indebtedness for current
expenses, with a balance in hand of
$14.68. The Merchants of this eity cer-
tainly know something of the grace of
giving—and we are determined by God's
help-to prosecute the worik, so liberally
supported by them, in & manner pleas-
ing in the sight of Gtod and men.
