An Act to empow'er James Pearson.to construct a Rail
or Tramway, to connect a Stone Quarry with the
Grand Trunk Railway, near Georgetown.

W HEREAS James Pearson, of the City of Toronto, has, by his Preamble.
petition represented, that he is possessed of a valuable quarry

containing freestone, flagging, lime, and vater-lime stone, about thirty-
thrce miles from the City of Toronte, and situated in the Township of

5 Eýquesi'ng in the County of Halton, being part of Lot No. 28, in the
tenth concession of that Township, but tiat the quarry is unavailable for
narketable purposes for want of proper communication, and in his said
petition he has prayed for the passing of an Act to enable him to construct
a rail or tramway to connect the said lot with the Grand Trunk

10 Raivay, represented to be a distance of four and a half miles ; and it is
e.xpedient to grant the prayer of the said petition: Therefore Her
Majesty, &c., enacts as follows :

20 near the Town of Georgetown, in the said County of Hlaiton, and to
unite with tlie said Railway at the point of intersection, as provided by
the ninth section of the Railway Clauses Consolidation Act.
