We have two
great universities, Acadia and M asrand three
strong ariid well equipped colleges, and othier smaller
schoo)ls. Our missionarv fields lu In(lia, B&,ivia.
Q uebec and thie M'est are large and fruitful. As a
peopie we hiave ecentributed( a large shiare ini thie on-
w.lrd onvmet f tlie Grospel, and we are planingii
large things for thie future.
