Tux New York Observer thus discusses the
question of ** Honorary Degrees:” It is the
prerogative of a chartered college to confer
degrees. These are of two kinds: those con-
ferred after examination of . the candidates and
those called honorary. The latter are suppos-
ed 10 be as really obtainable by merit as the
former ; the.only- difference being that in the
latter case merzit must be so conspicuous as to
become a recognized fact without a special ex-
amination into the qualifications of the candi-
date. There is a sense in which every jurist is
a doctor, that is teacher of laws, and every
preacucr a doctor of divinity or theology. And
the designation of certain men by a bench of
judges, 1o wear the titles of LL.D. or D.D. is
a fitting certificate that, in the opinion of the
Judges, these gentlemen bave made such pro-
ficiency 1n knowledge and are possessed of
such power as specially entitle them to be
known as teachers in their respective depart-
ments. That is the idea, and however uawisely
the degrees have beea conterred in times past,
it such titles ate in themselves proper, which is
not the question mow belfore us, there is cer-
tainly an eminent propriety in making a public
recognition of the fact by some competent au-
thority. It is simply extending into the spbere
of active life and public duties those marks of
bonotary regard which the youth obtains by
hard study and proper conduct in the ‘early
stages of his career.

I, the undersigned, Catholic priest of the
City ot St. John, protest with all my power
agaiost my shametul arrest in the public street
of the city when going to discharge my priestly
duties, and against my detention 10 this prison
when 1 coymitted no other crime than that of
refusing to acknowledge the unjust school tax
imposed upon me. I protest in the name of liber-
ty which the Catholic church bas a right to enjoy
in this province; | protest in the name of the
liberty of conscience which was guaranteed to
all Frenchmen, by the treaty between France
and England ; I protest in the name of Justice
and equal rights to every citizen; and I ap-
al from this prison to every citizen of the
ominion of Canada to stop the shameful per-
secution of our Government against the Catho-
lics ot this Province.
