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Farmers Meet in St. Louis
and Discuss Consolidation

The Ametican Society of Equity and
the Farmers' Educational and CoOper
ative Union of Ameriea are two grest
organizations. The former claim to have
s membership of two million farmers,
and the latter three million. The mem
bership of the A.S. of E. is largely com-
posed of the growers of corn, wheat,
onts and other ceveals of the nerthers
and middle west states, while the strong-
hold of the F.E and €. U is in the cotton,
tobacen and fruit growing states south of
the Mason and Dizon line. [ts purpose
is defined in its constitution as being

To encourage equity, establish justice,
and apply the golden rule;

To discourage the credit and mortgage
system,

To educate the agricultural classes in
serentific farming,

To teach farmers the classifiention of
cgops, domestic economy and the process
of marketing;

To systematize methods of production
and distribution;

To eliminate gambling in farm products
by boards of trades, cotton exchanges and
other speculators;

To bring farming up o the standard
of other industries and business enter.
prises;

To secure and maintain profitable and
uniform prices for ecotton, grain, live
stock, and other products of the farm
