1» Copenhagen.—An American 'Society 
of Denmark has been formed here to 
encourage and facilitate the ex­
change of scientific and applied 
plied knowledge between Denmark 
and the United States and particular­
ly to aid Scandinavian students in 
America and American students in 
Scandinavie.

Help will be given through the so­
ciety to citizens of either country de­
siring to establish trade relations 
with the other. A special committee 
has been formed also to work with 
the Danish government in selecting 
students under the American-Scan­
dinavian foundation, so the Niels 
Poulsen fund is called.
