Head of the Saskatchewan leeral
Gevernment Quits Office—
Troubled Reign Ends—Formed

‘OTTAWA, Oct. 16—The resignation
of Hon. Walter Scott as Premier of
Saskatchewan, announced in a de-
spatch from Regina, brings to an ena
a very troubled reign. Mr. Scott was
the first Premier of Saskatchewn, hav-
ing informed the first Government omn
the establishment at Saskatchewan as
2. province in 1905. Prior to that he
sat in the House of Commons as Lib-
¢ral member for the old riding of Sas-
katchewan, and was one of those who
who finally fell into line in support
of the autonomy bills establishing the
1new Prairie Provinces. Of late.vears
the Scott Government has retained
the reins of power in Saskatchewan
by means which have been the sub-
ject of vigorous criticism both in the
province and outside of 'it. Confront-
ed by an Opposition of growing
strength, the Administration has heen
forced to defend itself against grave
charges of malfeasance. Premier
Scott himself has nol been a well man
for wyears, and his health has  com-
pelled him to ahsent himself from the
province for long periods, leaving ti <
work of administration to his cnl-
-eagues. He has not, however, at any
ime attempted to disclaim responsi-
Lilityv as Premier for the policy of 'he
Administration as carred out by his
colleagues during his periodical akL
sences. .

The more serious charges made
against the Scott Covernment in re-
¢2nt years have had to do with al-
lcged manipulation of the franchise,
ind, latterly, with the bargain betweea
the Government and the liquor ii-
terests of the province. The franchise
.t will be recalled, was widened by
provincial legislation for the apparent
ysurpos2 of securing the votes of for-
2ign sottlere., It was in this cornec-
inn tlat the charge was made that
v -Britizn subject had no status as
:uch in Saszkatchewan.

Infantile Paralysis
Mystery Solved

BALTIMORE, Oct. 23.—The mystery
urrounding the cause of the spread
f infantile paralysis has been solved,
iccording to an official announcement
made to-night at John Hopkins Hos-
pital. Extensive research conducted
Yy Dr. Horace T. Burrows, pathologist
»f the hospital, has resulted in the
liscovery of the infantile paralysig
yerm, the existence of which was es-
ablished nine years ago by Dr. Simon
Tlexner, of the Rockefeller Institute.

According to Dr. Burrows, the dis-
ease is not spread by contagion but
the germ is introduced into the human
system through the mouth in milk or
water. In every ease of the disease
a germ has been found in the big
intestine, showing that the disease is
spread by some raw food. That that
food is milk or waier, is established
«y. the fact that babies, whose oniy
diet-has been milk or water, aiea of
the disease. ’

Of the diseased organs it has Deen
found that the germ oceurs only in
the colon. The investigations prove
that 100 per cent. are infectéd in this
big intestine. Since it is only possible
