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Where Animals Ave Blogsed.

One of the most curious sights in
the world is the Blessing of the ani-
mals every year, om August 30th, in
the city of Mexico, For weeks be-
forechand one hears of it as among
the oldest, oddest, and mgst curious
spectacles of that Jund of siestas and
quaint customs; and as the day ap-
proaches, the entire neighborhood
about the ancient church, where the
ceremony takes place, assumes g fes-
tal air, with strings of manv colored
tissue paper, cut in shap tretehne
across the parrow streets, and stalks
of carrizo—the Mexican bami -out-
linlng the doors and low of
the houses

The beasts, of course, do not enter
the sacred place; they assemble out-
‘in fiocks and herds, a motley
collection, an unequalled menagerie
They begin their joutney early in the
day, choking the strects and roads~
horses, big and little, paper sashes
about their bodies, their tails braid-
ed with ribbons, and manes inter-
trimmcd with flaming paper roses.

Then there are cats and kittens, in
long dolly dresses, and very frilly
caps tied under their reluctant chins,
their solemn round eyes staring un-
plinkingly out from under the-frills;
and birds galore—love birds, mocking
birds, canaries, all in cages be-rib-
bon+d, and be-flowered.

But funniest of all are the chickens
in peaked caps of paper tied also un-
der their feathery chins—their sharp
and beady eyes inside the paper ruf-
fles being a very ludicrous sight,
They are further dressed in paper
cloaks of varied ‘hue, and pink and
green paper garters are tied wmbout
their wretched drumsticks in large
bows,

Presently appears a Wwhite-robed
priest inside. He spreads his hands
in blessing for a moment, while an
attendant hplds aleft a silver cruci-
fix; a burst of music from the state
band stationed near—a pause, while
the priest looks down solemnly on
the multitude waiting below. .
