The chief power behind the oir-
culating dollar in New Brunswick
is the productive forests. To
reduce the lumber cut amtomat-
ically reduces:the amouiof mon-
oy that {s available for sveryday
business. It also means the re-
dyotion of provinolal: vevenues,
aBd the amount thus forfeited,
would haveto be raised by other
kinds of public taxes. Employ-
ment likewise would & permanent

Brun-
swick's forests gontributing itheir
utmost in mopey and employ-
ment, in thriving towne and busy
industries, s movement s under
way to have the Provincisl
Government reorganize the sys-
tem of fire proteotion on all the
timber lands.
