at of the government of Sir John A.
Macdonald has been gazetted.

The appointment ought to have added
to it the words ‘‘ hy purchase” to make
it read correctly. We should have noth-
ing to -say agaiost the appointment if
made by a liberal government, but when
Sir John goes back on his long record
and appoints a bitter opponent in place
of selecting one of the many faithful
party men who had in the past done
good service, it i3 not to be wondered at
that Liberal Conservatives are very much
dissatisfied and.are heard to exclaim
that renegade Grits can get offices
denicd to faithful workers. Political
hones'y seems to be an unknown factor
in Northumberland politics, judging
from recent occurrences iu this county.
First we have Mr. Blair, the leader of
the provincial gover.ment, with what
looked like sure defeat looming op before
him when the House of Assembly met,
buying up its four representatives to
support a g vernment they were elected
to oppose, for the purpose of still retain-
ing power; and now we have our new
representative and the dominion govern-
ment putting their heads together and
buying up a promlunent liberal to their
side by the bribe of a most honorable
position.

Surely the dominion government is not
situated as the local government was and
hence finds it necessary to buy oppo-
nents to come over and help them. If
the Lighest positions in the country are
to be bought and sold in this way then
it would be advisable that a certain
sum be piaced upon such offices and the
revenues of the country benefited by the
sale thereof. We venture the assertion
that had Mr. Soowball been appointed
prior to the late election that in spite of
his influence the Third Party would still
have remained & member of the house of
commons and our present representative
left at home for anotber term.

Mr. Snowball had his price and the
government must have considered it was
a good bargain and clesed with him.

As a late exchange very truly says at
the close of an article in reference to the
appointment—

““ However well qualificd Mr. Snow-
ball m7y be as a man, and however re-
presentative he may be of the great in-
terests of the North, a few more such
appointments over the heads of Sir
John’s party, would tend to disorganize
it altogether. People will have no con-
fidence in & leader if they find him ready
to sarrender or sell out to the enemy.”

The appointment is a direct insuld to
the Liberal Conservative party of the
Northern counties in that it looks as if
the government considered there was no
party men in the ranks worthy of the
appointment. Latest reports state that
Mr. Snowball has gone to Ottawa to be
sworn in and to arrange matters in refer-
ence to the patronage of the county, and
it i3 well for Liberal Conservatives to
think over what wili happen many of
them when our new Senator gets the
patronage of the county in his own
hands. Time will probably reveal more
than will be in their interest. It now
looks as if our aspiring representative
will have to play second fiddle to Mr.
Snowball, and will not dare to Kick or
he may find that gentleman nominating
and supporting another candidate when
the time arrives, and we do not see how
he can expect anything else. He will
get uo sympathy if such should occur.

Mr. Cameron of Huron introduced two
election bills—one to repeal the franchise
act, the other toprevent corrupt practices.
This measure imposes heavy penalties on
takers of bribes, makes betting on elec-
tions a misdemeanor and provides against
swapping of election petitions. It also
provides that trifling acts of bribery done
without the knowledge of the candidate
and not affecting the result shall not
invalidate his election.

In reply to Mr. Kaulbach’s questious
regarding the deprivation of bait privi-
leges in Newtoundland te theinjury of
Canadian fishermen, the minister of
marine promised to bring .down the
correspondence which he said would
place mr. Kaulbach in possession of the
ficts on a matter concerning which, in
the intersst of the fishermen, the mem-
ber for Lunenburg had been unremitting
in his interest.

Mr. Laviviere opened up the two-race
an religious question of Manitoba by
remarks. in moving for correspondence,
memorials and petitious respecting the
abolition of the French language and
separate schools in that province. His
remarks on the question were few aund
moderate, and were well received.

Mr. Devlin of Ottawa county who had
been annoyed because Lariviere got his
race and 1eligion motion first on the
order paper, held his end up by a speech
an hour long on the Manitoba school
question.. He gave Hon. Mr. Costigan a
goodscolding forlossofinterest in questions
affecting his race and religion now that
he had obtained a portfolio, and attack-
ed the Catholic mivisters generally for
failure to uphold the rights of the church
and the French race, to both of which
Canada owed so much. He denouneed
what be called the senseless epeeches
and writings of ill-guided people (mean-
ing the equal 1igliters) and ussured the
houge that they could not trample cn
the proud spirit of a proud race. He re-
ferred to the civil warin the United
States, and that of 1837 in Canada, in-
timating that a like event might result
from the present course of events, and
worked himself into a considerable seri-
ous state of excitement over the failure
of the government to vetothe Manitoba
acts.

In moving for papers respecting the
Atlantic mail service, Mr. Edgar expres-
sed regret that nothing had been accom-
plished in the way of providing the fine
steamship line for which a large extra
vote had been made.

Mr. Kenney of Halifax referre? to hix
own remarks on the previous occasion in
support of better steamship service and
argued that it was better to withdraw the
subsidy lately paid than continue the
service as it has been conducted. He
was glad to see the opposition members
coming rtound to his opinion that th
passenger and freight business would
follow the mail lines. He had taken
this ground in respect to the West India
lines. He made some remarks on the
negotiations with the Hartington <yndi-
cate and expressed hishope and belief
that before the session was concluded
some better news would be forthcoming
than could be had now.

Hon. Mr. Foster explained that as yet
only one service, that from Canada
to Japan, had been established of the
three for which provision had been
made. Tt had been hoped that befere
this time arrangements would have been
made for the Atlantic and Australian

lines, but the death of Price Douglas
and the condition of the English money

market had hampered the company with
which negotiations were going on. He
expected that before the close of the
session he would haye more favorab'e in-
formation to place before the house than
he could now produce.

House then adjsurned.

The Commercial is able to-day to un-
fold the plans already made for a ccnnec-
tion with the Bangor & Aroostook Rail-
road which will, it is firmly believed,
double the value of the new line, and
which ought to make its stock ‘vcrth a
preminm from the day that the scheme
is in successful execution. Van Buren is
to be terminus of the Bangor & Aroostook.
Continuing in a direct line straight across
the northern part of New Brunswick one
strikes the thriving town of Campbell-
town through which the Intercclonial
Railway in its round-about course from
Montreal to St. John passes.

It will be seen at a glance that « con-
nection with the Bangor & Aroostook
railroad from Campbellton would give
the people ot the entire northern pat of
New Brunswick and of the easterr. por-
tion of Qnebec a route to Boston and the
American markets over 200 miles shorter
than any now existing.  President
Burleigh and General Manager Cram,
while knowing the situation, have been
doing too much to push the Mainc pro-
ject to give any time to the British Proe
vinces.

Imagine, then Mr. Burleigh's surprise
when he received early in April a letter
from Wm. Munay, M. P. P, of
Campbellton, asking about the loca:ion of
the Bangor & Aroostookand sayingthatthe
Restigouche & Victoria Railway had been
charterel and subsidized by the Dorinion
government to build from Campbellton
to Grand I'alls, and that some thirty-
five miles would be finished this scason,
Now on your map you will see thas
Grand Falls is but a little distance below
Van Buren and with a slight chan_e 1n
the location of the R. and V. Railway a
counection could be made.

It is not necessary to say that Mr,
Buileigh lost no time in sending to Mr.
Murray the location of the Bangor &
Aroostook aud suggested the entire
feasibility of a connection between: the
two lines. At the rame timd he wrote
Deputy Collector C. F. Hammond, of
Van Buren, asked what he had heard of
the proposed Provincial railway and
received this reply, which will be perused
with eager interest:

Van Burex, April 14, 1891,
Hon. A. A. Burleigh:

Dear Sir:—In reply to your letter of
6th inst. (inclosing letter from Wm. Mur-
vay, M. P. P, which I reinclose) will say
the Restigouche & Victoria R. R. Co. sur-
veyed a line from Campbellton to Grand
Falls four years ago. The line paseces
throngh a well-timbered country with
splendid hardwood ridges, indicating a
fertile soi!, and would develop the Jargest
tract of virgin forest in New Bruuswick.
Around the Bay de Chaleursare extensive
mills, canning establishments and refrig-
erators wherein are stored large quantities
of frozen salmon (Restigonche river is
the greatest salmon stream in Eastern
America aud the [ish are rated us the
finest in the world), which are shipped
inice to-all parts of Canala and the
Eastern States. Coal could be cheaply
brought by vesscls to Campbellton for
the use of the road, being of easy access
to the mines of Cape Breton and Nova
Scctia. Fish and short lumber
would also find a shorter line to market
if this connection was made.
