To the Editor of the Times:
Dear Sir,—As one of the despised pub­

lic I beg to take exception to some of 
the conclusions arrived at in your lead­
ing editorial of last evening in regard 
to the medical profession. Dr. Gray says 
that the poor unfortunate medicos are 
“persecuted.” In this so? Is there a body 
of men in any civilized community who 
are as much pampered by Government 
laws and enactments as that of the med­
ical profession? I think most people will 
agree with me that these men are pri­
vileged up to the hilt. Is there any other 
profession in any civilized community, 
except possibly that of the law, where 
its members are allowed to go down in­
to a man’s pockets to find out how much 
he has in order that they may guage 
their charges accordingly? Is there any 
other profession in any civilized commun­
ity where all competition is shut off 
as it is in that of the one in question ?

Dr. Gray lays some stress upon the 
fact that physicians must prepare them­
selves to practice their nrofo*si^r> -*■ 
their own expense. He seems to regard 
this as a hardship. Is then* any 
profession or calling on the face of the 
earth that does not require sacrifices 
from those who follow it by way of pre­
paration to make themselves proficient* 
It appears to me that most medical men 
take good care to reimburse them^elve^ 
liberajly for all such outlay when once 
they are authorized to fleece the public.

If a merchant makes a mistake and 
buys a lot of unsaleable goods, he has* 
to stand the loss himself;" so it is with 
almost all professions and trades; losses 
due to errors of judgment arc borne by 
those who make such errors. Not so 
with the medical profession; if a critical 
case and the patient recovers they almost 
invariably claim that they saved* his life 
in order to exact a large fee, but if the 
patient thinks that nature had any­
thing to do with it and makes objection 
and attempts to secure a reduction in 
his bill, he is looked upon as a perfect 
demon of ingratitude. If. however, the 
patient does not recover, they charge the 
fee just the same, claiming that it is 
made with no regard to results, but 
simply ns a charge for their skill and 
ability, and, ns stated nhove, it is usually 
all the patient can stand, and differs for 
the snme service to different individuals 
according to the length of their purse. 
You sav they render valuable services 
to the community in many ways and 
make a great many sacrifices. I think 
myself that as a class and in the aggre­
gate they are pretty well paid for all 
the services they render.

I have not written this letter with 
the idea that it is going to remedy any 
,qf the existing abuses in connection with 
the medical profession, and they are 
many, but rather that undeserved eulogy 
shall not be laid on too thickly, and no 
doubt many others will quite agree with 
me if they will only take the trouble to 
express their opinions.
