Great Fitzherbert Won 
the Realization.

Canadian Horse, Detect- 
tive, Out of Money.

Darky Hal First 2.05 
Pace at Pt. Huron.

Sheepshead Bay. July 14.—S. C. 
Hildreth's Fitzherbert easily won the 
$14,980 Lawrence Realization Stakes, 
one mile and five furlongs, at Sheeps­
head Bay yesterday. The time, 2.45, 
is a new world’s record for the dis­
tance, being a fifth of a second faster 
than Africander's time, made in this 
race In 1903.

Fitzherbert looked in grand condi­
tion and he so far outclassed his field 
that he was a prohibitive favorite in 
the betting, being held at 1 to 7. At 
no time during the race did ...» pack­
ers have cause for alarm, as he took 
the lead early, and was never in 
trouble afterwards.

The surprise of the race was the 
good, game race run by the western 
three-year-old. Olambala. Apparent­
ly beaten, he moved up with n rusn, 
and attempted to catch the favorite, 
but was not good enough.

Fitzherbert took the lend soon after 
the start-, and led by one and one- 
half lengths going past the stand the 
first time, and Olambala last. Around 
the i^addock turn Powers eased the 
favorite up a little, and Fayette 
moved up to within a half length. 
with Detective still in front of Olam- 
bnla.. These position» remained un­
changed in the run down the back 
stretch, with Fitzherbert galloping 
along in front.

At the far turn the favorite moved 
away, while Olambala suddenly 
moved up to Fayette. Around the 
turn the three horses began to quick­
en their stride in an effort to outrun 
Olambala. but to no avail, as the 
son of Arnus hung with them. In 
the stretch Fitzherbert swerved a 
little, but Powers straightened him 
out quickly and took him under the 
wire a winner by one and one-half 
lengths. Alambala easily disposed of 
Fflyette in the last sixteenth.

WOLGAST HAD BATT­
LING NELSON GOING.

Los Angeles, Cal., July 14,—The law 
does not permit a decision, but Woljjast 
apparently bad Nelson thoroughly whip­
ped at the end of the tenth round here 
yesterday.

Round 1—Nelson met Wolgnst in his 
own corner and followed his usual tactics 
of advancing steadily to his opponent. 
Wolgast put a light right to Nelson’s 
face and took a right and left to the face 
in return. A ripping left reached Nel­
son’s jaw. They exchanged body blows 
In a clinch and Nelson reached the face 
with a straight left. Wolgast sent a 
right across the jaw in return. Even

Round 2— Wolgast - reached the head 
with right and weut into a lively mix-up 
in the centre of the ring. Wolgast fought 
viciously, but was backed to the ropes. 
Ne j son fought his way to the centre of 
the ring with laxly punches. In close 
quarters Wolgast sent a right and left 
to the hear}. Blovxl flowed from Nelson’s 
nose. Wolgast sent two right uppercuts 
to the mouth as the round closed.

Round 3— They went at it hammer 
and tongs. Wolgast landing right and 
left to head and body. Wolgast. then 
sent a light left to the face and followed 
with a hard right to jaw. Wolgast sent 
a right swing to the ear, landed right 
And left to the head and put another 
left to the body and a right to the face. 
Wolgast showered Nelson with rights 
nnd lefts to the head and Nelson fought 
back for the stomach. Wolgast landed 
repeatedly to the face and body. In 
close quarters Wolgast had all the better 
of the fighting nnd had a big lead at 
the end of the round.

Round 4—Both missed right swings. 
Nelson being the first to land, getting 
a left to the stomach. In close quar­
ters Wolgast sent two swift rights to 
the face. Nelson’s left eve began to 
swell. Nelson was missing and falling 
short. Wolgast shot a terrific right to 
Nelson's stomach and then landed a dozen 
rights and lefts to the face without a

Round 5—Wolgnst continued to back 
away at the start. Nelson landed sev­
eral effective rights to the body. In a 
entrai corner Wolgast chopped Nelson 
with a right and left to the body.

Round 6—Nelson continued to force his 
man. They exchanged lefts to the face 
and Wolgast put in two rights to the 
head. Nelson reached Wolgast’* face 
with a right uppercut. Nelson forced 
Wolgast to the ropes, but did not land 
effectively. Wolgast swung left to the 
head and sent Ne son back, but he came 
on fighting hard.

Round 7--Wolgast put a left to Nel­
son’s eye. With the head down Nelson 
bored in, but Wolgast continued to land 
together number of bows. They cinched 
against the ropes. Wolgast landed on

the head and Nelson on the body. 
Nelson's nose and lips were badly 
swollen.

Roundo 8—They tlmelied and fought 
about the ring in dose quarters. Nelson 
landed hard right and left to the face. 
Wolgnst came back with rights and lefts 
to the body. Nelson put right and left 
to the head and Wolgast reached the 
ear with a right. Wolgast put a left to 
the head nnd then shot his right to the

Round 9 From the gong they fought 
around the ring. Wolgnst landing three 
blow* to Nelson's one. Wolgast rushing 
in a right to faoe nnd anded an over­
hand right to the head. Wolgast sent 
Nelson back with a left swing to the 
face and swung half a dozen blows to 
the head.

ftotind tfp Nelson fptt ' etmrt -with n 
right nnd Wolgast smothered him with 
rights and lefts. Wolgast hammered 
Nelson's stomach. Wolgast fought Nel­
son to the ropes. Another left landed 
squarely on Nelson’s stomach. They 
were fighting in the centre of the ring 
at the end of the round.
JEFF AT TORONTO.

Toronto, July 14.—Jin» Jeffries put in 
some useful training yesterday, besides 
his exhibition stunts in the ring before 
the public.

Jeffries performed n new train­
ing feat, showing the wonderful strength 
of his back and abdominal muscles, lev­
ering his huge body over one chair with 
his feet under another, on which sat 
Sam Berger.

money. Salvester Rich and Miss Mona- 
gan and Frank Sheehan and Mins Sack- 
amd were the winners.

The temperature was very high in the 
hall, arid from time to time in the night 
exhausted couples dropped but of the 
race. Refreshments* were partaken of 
by the remaining couple* without miss­
ing a step of the two-steps or waltzes. 
Two piano players working in cihift* 
that, grew shorter as the morning ap­
proached. furnished music for the danc­
ers. Many spectators remained all night 
to see the finish.

It. is believed here that several of the 
couple* established a new record for 
commuons dancing, nnd 1 hat the two 
couples who won beat the record by 
from two to three hours.

The number of self-inflicted deaths 1b 
increasing in New York State.
