WATCH.
“I have now in my hand,” said Edward Everett,

* ‘a gold watch, which combines embellishment and 
utility in happy proportiona, and is often considered 
a very valuable appendage to the person of a gentle­
man. Its bands, face, chain, and case are of chased 
and burnished gold. Its gold seals sparkle with the 
ruby, topas, sapphire, emerald. I open it, and find 
that the works, without which this elegantly furnished 
case would be a mere shell—those hands motionless, 
and those figures without meaning—are made of 
brass. Investigate further, and I ask what is the 
spring, by which all these are put in motion, made 
of? I am told it is made of steel ! I ask. What is 
ateel? The reply is, that it is iron which has under­
gone a certain process. So, then, I find the main­
spring, without which the watch would always be 
motionless, and its hands, figures, and embellish- 
menta but toys, is not of gold—that is not sufficiently 
good ; nor of brass—that would not do—but ol iron. 
Iron, therefore, is the only precious metal ! and this 
watch an emblem of society. Its hands and figures, 
which tell the hour, resemble the master-spirits of 
the age, to whose movements every eye is directed. 
Its useless but sparkling seals, sapphires, rubies, to­
pazes, and embellishments are the aristocracy. Its 
works of brass are the middle class, by the increas­
ing intelligence and power of which the master-spirits 
of the age are moved; and its iron mainspring, shut 
up in a box, always at work, but never thought of 
except when it is disorderly, broke or wants winding 
up, symbolizes the laboring class, which, like the 
mainspring, we wind up by the payment of wages, 
and which classes are shut up in obscurity, and 
though constantly at work, and absolutely necessary 
to the movement of society, as the iron mainspring 
is to the gold watch, are never thought of, except 
when they require their wages, or are in some want 
or disorder of some kind or other."

WHO IB OLD.

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COWS AND BUTTER.
Milking.—The time should be equally divided ; 

the udder and teats, if dirty, should be washed with 
warm water and wiped dry. I never allow any 
one to go to milk without first washing their hands. 
We milk fast, and permit no talking while at it; I 
don't allow the fingers to be put into the milk to 
moisten the teats; it is an unclean practice. We 
strain through a fine wire strainer, and put about five 
quarts in a pan; these pane are tin, and they are 
kept bright and scalded frequently. The temperature 
of the room where the milk is kept should be from 65 
to 65 Fahrenheit; there should bo no cooking done 
where milk is kept; there should not be left more 
than three milkings stand at one time, as the cream 
gets bitter. Should the cream not rise fast enough, 
about a gill of sour milk to each pan, wjien strained, 
will help it. The cream should be stirred every day, 
and the oldest should not be over a week.

PAPER AND PRINTING.
The manufacture of paper dates back to about 

the year 1300, and printing about one hundred and 
fifty years later. What did the ancient» do with­
out paper or types ? They did aa well aa they 
could, and, so far aa we know, without any par­
ticular senae of privation. They traced their letters 
on metals, barks, wood, and such like materials, 
and inconvenient aa such expedients might now 
be deemed, they managed not only to live, bat to 
become intelligent. If one of these ancient wor­
thies were to return to earth, we should like to 
accompany him to one of our public libraries, and 
show him the books, and then to one of our steam 
press printing offices, and show him how they 
were made. How profound would be hit astonish 
ment—his Hebrew, Greek, or Latin would be 
pooled to express it. Remembering only hie 
mitallic tablets or hia cumbrous papyrus rolls, he 
would look upon a modern book aa a piece of ma 
gie. The thin leaves covered on both sides with 
characters, sod four or five hundred of them com­
pressed within the compass of a volume that he 
could carry in hia hand, and furnishing two or 
three days reading, would cause him to marvel, 
provided he was a literary man, more than the 
eight of our comppét cities.

Ou the cotrtwy, imagine the terrible incon­
venience we ihould feel, should we awake some 
morning, and find our libraries, paper manufacto­
ries, and printing offices utterly annihilated, and 
the days of pointed styles and papyrus sheets re­
stored. What would the scholar .do without hie 
tools ; what would the whole world do without its 
newspapers, and what would the time killers do 
without their light-weighted and yellow-covered 
literature! Not only Latin and Greek, but English 
would have no words of lamentation to express 
the privation. An earthquake would but inade­
quately represent the general consternation.

Paper and printing ought to be great blessings; 
indeed, they are such, however they may be some­
times perverted. Little do the public at large com­
prehend thp amount of paper annually consumed. 
Figures could not well represent it, and in making 
anything like a proximate estimate, we should 
become bewildered by attempting to calculate the 
consumption in the whole civilised world, or even 
in a eingle nation. Oar field of view must be more 
restricted. We must visit the manufacturing de­
partment of one of oor largest publishing houses 
and see the tone of paper piled from floor to ceil­
ing in teams, in a few days to be converted into 
hooks sod magazines, and sent to every town and 
hamlet in the land. Or we must go into one ot 
our large newspaper establishments, and see the 
countless sheets which are daily or weekly printed 
and scattered broadcast. We may then repair to a 
city post office, and witness the huge bags of cor­
respondence, each separate letter having its desti­
nation and mission. When the mind lakes in these 
details, then it may enlarge its views by multipli­
cation almost indefinite ! Domine Sampson’s— 
prodigious ! is the beat word to express our amaze­
ment at the revolution effected by types and paper.

Not only was ingenuity requisite to per fee 
these manufactures, but countless minds have 
been stirred into activity to make use of them- 
Books, magazines, and newspapers do not make- 
themselves; they are the creations of busy thought 
The pen must be employed as the baud maid of the 
brain; its cogitations must be charactered on pa. 
per, before the press can perpetuate them, and 
transmit them to other minds. In this way, of the 
making of books there is no énd. Happy would 
it be for the world if they were all of good texture; 
but the devil is too much of a propagandist to 
overlook such an institution as the printing press. 
He would rather that invention and discovery had 
been directed into other channels, but as the result 
has been reached, he shrewdly determines to use 
it for hie own purposes, and wonderfully has he 
succeeded. He knows that types can .print lies as 
well as truth; that they can be made subservient 
to the cause o< irréligion as well as religion ; that 
they can so speak as to inflame vices, as well as 
promote virtues. He has his corps of printers, and 
editors, sod authors, and he has too his world of 
readers, who are regularly supplied with the 
literature which best suites their depraved tastes.

Still, printing is a blessing. It has wonderfully 
multiplied God's ward; it ftirntlhes good books 
on sll âtibjèctë alike necessary to the intelligence 
and comfort of millions, and by iti periodical 
issues it provides weekly religions instruction for 
young and old. So surely as light is belter than 
darkness, truth better than falsehood, and virtue 
better than vice, the blessings of the press shall be 
greater than its curse; and althoug h the evil one may 
wield it, the Son of God shall more powerfully 
employ it to scatter the works of darkness,

Christian people should eucouisge the press in 
its legitimate use, and thankfully accept the best 
thoughts of good men, which it so readily com­
municates; and they should frown, too, on its per­
versions; and Christian authors should remember, 
that in perpetuating their thoughts through this 
instrumentality, they should “write no line which, 
dying, they would blot out,"

Worth Knowing.-—1 tried a curious experi­
ment with a few potatoes this season. Twelve 
months eiooe I saw a letter from a farmer, stating 
the great success that bad attended an experiment 
the writer had made in the previous season, 
consisted in inserting a pea in esch pot a toe set 
and planting the potato set in the usual way. The 
reaolt, he stated, was a large yield of peaa, and a 
splendid crop of potatoes; but the moat important 
result was the entire freedom of the potatoes so 
treated from any disease, while all those planted 
in the usual way in the same field were extensive­
ly deteriorated. I was led by this statement to try 
the experiment on a small scale in my own garden 
this season.
