Ricard had only just return-
ed from a visit to Rome, where he

A week ago Mgr. Ricard read a
most interesting paper before the
Academy of Marseilles on “Madame
de Grignan,” in the course of which
he revealed some unpublished de-
tails which he had unéarthed in the
libracy of an old abbey. The de-
ceased prelate was born at La Ciotat
in 1835, and after - being ordained
priest became secretary to Mgr.

His publications on
archsology obtained for him the post
of director of the Marseilles Aca-
demy. He was made vicar general
by Mgr. Gouthe-Soulard, who had
a great admiration for Mgr.
