
MINERS AND OPERATORS ARE

Late Reports from Fernie Conference Indicate Serious Hitch--Mr. Cushing

Fernit, B.C., April 24, .1.15 o'clock.—The conference has just adjourned. 

The situation has taken change for the worse since last night. It is evi­
dent that there is a hitch somewhere. Vice-Presdient Lewis, of the Inter­
national Board of the U. M. W. of A., interviewed, states that beyond con­
siderable talking, no tangible offer h as yet been made by the operators.

It is regrettably apparent from the separation at the meeting that noth­
ing has been accomplished.

Mr. Cushing frankly states that it is time the parties to the dispute 
understood that the matter now be decided in the interests of the public. 
ASK FOR FURTHER ADJOURNMENT.

Fernie, B.C., April 24., 2 p.m.—The operators have asked for further 
adjournment of the conference from 1.30 to 3 p.m. It is thought that they 
ere considering the miners' proposal, and are having difficulty in agreeing 

whether to accept it or not.
Fernie, B.C., April 23—The situa­

tion is at present unchanged from 
yesterday. The district board, of 
miners held a meeting at 9 o’clock 
this morning and drafted a telegram 
to the minister of labor, as follows : 
“Message of Western Coal Operators’ 
Association, sent by you yesterday 
has been read by us. We wish to 
point out -that after the Calgary con­
vention had failed to achieve any­
thing this district took immediate 
steps to bring all the operators and 
the employees together under the Con­
ciliation Act, and, as you are aware,

to know the wishes of the operators, 
whether the conference would be open 
or closed to the press. Mr. Lindsey, 
for the operators, wanted to know the 
attitude of the miners. On this point 
Sherman said, personally, he did not 
care, to which statement Lindsey 
sharply retorted that the answer did 
not help matters any. The operat­
ors were there as the guests of the 
miners and were quite indifferent. It 
looked like a split right away, but 
Vice-President Lewis interposed, and. 
said that seeing the misconstruction 
placed upon the meeting by Mr.Lind­
sey declared that the meetings had

the miners have no right to strike. 
Tire law does not take away this 
right, but says, before striking there 
must be an investigation. After a 
report is made the miners are at per­
fect liberty to strike. I should say 
that if the right to strike was taken 
away it would certainly deprive them 
of individual liberty. Being a new 
measure it is only natural that there 
should be a great many erroneous 
opinions in regard to it. I have no 
doubt that as soon as the men un­
derstand the act they will think the 
same as the leaders. The law has 
only to be understood to be approv­
ed."

The deputy minister also stated that 
if parties interested in the trouble 
did not make use of the law he did 
not see why uninterested parties 
should do so.

“Of course," he said, "in all legis­
lation penalties must be fixed, but in 
this case the penalty is not an out­
standing feature. The government’s 
main idea is to bring the parties to­
gether.’

The ratepayers of the city will be 
asked to endorse on May 27 six money 
bylaws representing an expenditure of 
over $300,000. These bylaws were 
read and passed by the city council 
at the adjourned session of the coun­
cil last night. They are as follows • 

For power house site. Gibbons pro­
perty, $26,000.

For electric light and power plant,
$120,000.

For cost of scavenging machinery, 
building, etc., $22,000.

For the new fire halls, fire alarm 
system, and apparatus, $41,000.

Replacing expenditure from current 
account on improvements, $23.565.

Fbr surplus cost of the erection ot 
the isolation hospital, $10,000.

The proposed bylaw to grant a 
bonus of $50,000 to the Public Hos­
pital was shelved. Alderman Gariepy 
objected to its being passed until 
after a report was received from the 
committee considering the applica­
tions of the Edfoston General and 
Misericordi Hospitals for grants. He 
pointed out that the Public Hospital 
did not require the money at present. 
The board had stated to the council 
that it would not ask the city to make 
the appropriation until the new build­
ing was completed.

Alderman Macauley strongly advo­
cated the immediate passing of the 
bylaw. He considered it essential to 
the health of the city that addition­
al hospital accommodation be pro­
vided at once. The city was paying 
enormous sums each week for the 
care of patients from outside points 
because of the lack of hospital ac­
commodation.

The Mayor pointed out that while 
the other bylaws were urgent, this 
might very easily be delayed for a 
few weeks to await the report of the 
committee on the applications from 
the other hospitals.

He 
was followed to a haunt in the Itali­
an quarter whi5h was immediately 
surrounded and Smenzo and the Sur- 
ice brothers were placed under ar­
rest. The counterfeit money, which 
consisted of dimes, quarters and 
halves, was cleverly made, and has 
caused the treasury officers months 
of hard labor to locate,from whence 
it came. The three Italians were lock 
ed up upon default of bail.

Ottawa, April 17.—The trouble in 
the western coal mines occupied the 
attention of the House for several 
hours today and induced a discussion 
on the related subject of transporta­
tion facilities. Incidentally also W . 
consumers came in for a castigation 
at the hands of certain Opposition 
gentlemen for not buying their win­
ter’s supply during the summer.

Remedies Proposed.
Mr. D. W. Bole, M.P., of Winni­

peg, brought up the matter, reading 
a telegram from the Winnipeg Board 
of Trade urging the Government to 
seize the coal mines forthwith.

Mr. Knowles, West Assiniboia, fol­
lowed reading a wire from the Re­
gina Board of Trade asking that Can­
adian coal miners’ organizations be 
divorced from the American associa­
tions. . .

Mr. Cramford, of Portage la Prairie 
presented a communication from the 
Neepawa board re the demoralization 
of railroad service.

Mr. John Herron, of Alberta, had 
neither information to give nor rem­
edy to propose but wanted something 
done.

Labor Men Protest.
Mr. Veriville of Maisonneuve and 

Ralph Smith, of Nanaimo, registered 
protests against the proposal to re­
strict the individual liberty of the 
workman to join what organization he 
pleased. They wanted the law en­
forced against both parties.

Some. Exaggeration.
Hon. R. Lemieux protested against 

what he considered exaggerations of 
the situation. He had received a wire 
from the Calgary Board of Trade sec­
retary saying that freight traffic was 
suspended and passenger traffic 
would be tied up in a few days. This 
statement had been explicitly denied 
by a C.P.R. official.

Some miners in Fernie and Coleman 
had quit work but there was neither 
strike nor lockout and such condi­
tion should not be represented as ex­
isting.

Mine operators had posted a notice 
that a new scale of wages would go 
into effect on May 10th, and the min­
ers not understanding that the new 
Act prevented such action had taken 
alarm.

Mr. Sherman has apparently been 
getting in his fine work by persuad­
ing the miners that the Act prevents 
them from striking but does not pro­

tect them from autocratic action of 
the operators.

The Minister announced that Mr. 
Mackenzie King would leave for the 
west tonight to negotiate matters.

How the Trouble Arose.
The Minister of the Interior read
resolution of the Frank Board of 

Trade and communications from op­
erators to show that the fuel scarcity 
durinig the fall and winter had been 
caused by the failure of the railway 
company to supply cars. Because of 
this the miners had been able to work 
only half time or less and it would 
have been a miracle if the miners 
had not become dissatisfied. This 
was the real foundation of the trou­
ble. The mines had the coal to pro­
duce, had the equipment to produce 
it and the men to work the plant but 
could not get cars enough to keep the 
men at work.

Blames the Local Dealer.

Mr. Blair, of Peel, Ont., laid the 
blame on the retail dealers and the 
consumers. He was persuaded that the 
foundation cause of the shortage had 
been negligence to lay in a supply 
last summer.
Defends the Railways and Blames the 

Consumer.
Hon. George E. Foster first blamed 

the Government for not taking action 
against the railway company on the 
information in its possession and then 
declared that neither the Government 
nor the company could remedy mat­
ters and the company he said should 
not be condemned on the testimony 
ox the operator and boards of trade. 
The consumer, he thought, was to 
blame and asked: “What would we 
think in Eastern Canada if every one 
who wanted coal to have waited until 
December first before ordering it- 
“The people of the West howl," he 
declared, “but they should exercise 
common judgment in buying before 
the pinch of cold weather.

Operators Also Condemned.
The operators, Mr. Foster thought- 

had been living from hand to mouth 
and should supply storing facilities 
where a supply' could be kept until 
cars were available.
