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TURGEON NOW 
LEADS BRADSHAW

^ Prince Albert—Still Counting the 
Tied-up] Ballots—Turgeon 

Gains 40 Votes/

Priuçe Albert, Oct. 17.—Assuming 
that either party has supported votes 
which are marked for the opposite 
side, Attorney-General Turgeon has 
inade a gain of about forty votes as 
the result of decisions rendered up to 
the present time in the court of revi- 
sion. In poll 4, a big majority of tied 
up votes were Liberal, and this gave 
a net gain of about a dozen to Tur­
geon. Neither side is sparing -trouble 
or expense to get its voters irrto court 
and a supporter of Bradshaw has 
twice driven in from his farm twenty 
miles out, to prove his qualifications. 
On the second occasion, when he 
came the court was adjourned, but a 
special sitting was held for his con­
venience, and he succeeded in making 
good his claim.

Another man whose residence in the 
city for three months prior to the 
election was doubted by D. W. Adams 
acting for Bradshaw, stated that he 
came to the city on June 10. He was 
reluctant to say how he fixed the date 
but ultimately F. W. Kerr, warden of 
the provincial jail, stated that he 
knew the voter arrived in the city on 
June 10. - Adams was not satisfied, 
however, until Kerr said the voter 
was brought to the city by the police 
and lodged in jail for two months for 
drunkenness. The vote was allowed.

Jas. Blair, a patriarch, who stated 
that he had lived in Prince Albert 
since 1869, was also called upon by 
the Provincial Rights party to prove 
his right to vote, which he did suc­
cessfully.

WAR IN OWN CAMP.

Striking Telegraphers and Their Pre­
sident Fighting Each Other.

Chicago, Oct. 17.—President Small 
of the Telegraphers’ Union this morn­
ing, accompanied by the city detective 
and two private detectives, stole a 
march on the general executive com­
mittee by getting into the union head­
quarters and taking complete posses­
sion. Small remained in undisputed 
possession, but in a little while when 
Chairman Kemecump and Members 
Sullivan and Reidy arrived, they de­
manded admission, but one of the de­
tectives barred the door. After con­
sulting an attorney, they forced their 
way into the room and Small retired 
to a private office which was his be­
fore the trouble. While the' commit­
tee took possession of the general 
meeting room, word of Small’s move 
spread among the strikers, and with­
in a short time the rooms were crowd­
ed with angry men- At noon Small 
left his office in charge of the private 
detectives and went to consult an at­
torney on the advisability, of bringing 
proceedings to oust the committee­
men. He still declares there will be 
no convention in Milwaukee on Oct 
23rd.

Lands, Transcontinental Rail­

way and Other Questions.

Steel King Champions Negro.
Edinburgh, Oct. 17.—Andrew Carne­

gie, in an address at the Philosophi­
cal institution, appeared as the 
champion of the negro in the United 
States. Lord Rosebery, who spoke 
on the same question, said he doubt­
ed the wisdom of enfranchising ne­
groes. Ninety per cent, of them, he 
believed, were illiterate when enfran­
chised, and Carnegie’s showing was 
that 47 per cent, of them were still 
so. It seemed to him a period of tu­
telage might have been wisely impos­
ed. Things were sometimes done un- 
’ier generous impulses'which were af­
terwards regretted. He was inclined 
to think there were some persons flf 
America who regretted suffrage being 
given to negroes.

Fears President Diaz’ Agents.
Chicago, Oct. 17.—Emilo Pampo, 

a Mexican revolutionist, being guard­
ed in Chicago at the police station to 
prevent a repetition of the attempt 
made last night to assassinate him. 
Pampo says he came from Mexico ac­
companied by Jouruegui, leader of the 
revolutionists and known as “Defend­
er of Poor." He left Los Angeles, 
he says, because he was shadowed by 
agents of President Diaz. He declar­
ed he was shot at last ni^ht five times 
after he refused an offer from an 
agent oi the Mexican government of. 
b' . wjrA dollars to tell the where-
hTouts o! oi Jouruegui- He begged ter 
be allowed to remain in the sta­
tion.

To Mke Minnesota Navigable.

Regina, October 16.—R. L. Borden, 
Conservative leader, delivered an ad­
dress before a Regina audience in the 
auditorium this afternoon. Mr. Bor­
den was escorted to the rink by a 
band and torchlight procession, and 
spoke for an hour and 10 minutes on 
federal interference in provincial 
affairs, ownership of western lands, 
transcontinental railway reform, civil 
service,# national telegraphs and 
telephones, control of public utilities, 
tariff and his theory of democratic 
government. Mr. Borden, though 
slightly indisposed, improved in 
voice as he proceeded and was fre­
quently greeted with applause. W 
Whitmore presided, and on the plat­
form were J. H. Bergeron, Dr. Reid, 
F. W. G. Haultain, Senator Perley. 
R. S. Lake, M.P., and other promin­
ent Conservatives. The attendance 
was about 2,500, among whom were 
many ladies. The rink was decorat­
ed with banners proclaiming “We 
want a square deal and no coercion 
from Ottawa.” “The lands and 
minerals are ours and we will get 
them yet.” “We stand for public 
ownership and clean elections,” etc.

Presented With Address.
W. 8. Ball, on behalf of the Regina 

Conservatives, presented Mr. Borden 
with an address endorsing the Hali­
fax program and especially the part 
dealing with the provincial lands and 
minerals and government control of 
public utilities.

Mr. Lake spoke first, welcoming Mr. 
Borden. He said autonomy had been 
granted to Saskatchewan by Premier 
Laurier when urged by Mr. Borden. 
At that time Mr. Haultain had been 
thrown down in the matter of the 
premiership. Since then the govern­
ment had squandered the public do­
main in the west, favoring partizans, 
as instanced by the Saskatchewan 
Valley Land Company and the Blair- 
more townsite case. The Liberals 
had been responsible for increased 
taxes and last winter’s car shortage.

Mr. Borden’s Speech.
Mr. Borden, on rising, referred to 

the prosperity the west had enjoyed 
in common with the world-wide ex­
pansion. The Liberals said this was 
due to themselves. He had been 
criticized for the attitude taken on 
his western tour, first, regarding the 
part the Prime Minister had taken in 
provincial affairs. He read a letter, 
purporting to come from Walter 
Scott to Premier Laurier, regarding 
the choice of a premier for the pro­
vince. Premier Laurier had claimed 
he had not made any effort to bias 
the mind of the Lieutenant-Governor 
in choosing a premier. That may 
have been so, but, nevertheless, the 
Liberal machine had selected a pre­
mier and constitutional government 
in the province had been prostituted. 
Mr. Haultain Jiad stated that if re­
turned to power he would test the 
constitutionality of the Autonomy 
Act. Hence he was put aside.

Regarding Western Lands.
As regards lands, he (Mr. Borden) 

had .said in the House of Commons 
that the people of tWe Northwest, 
when granted autonomy, were cap­
able of dealing with the lands and 
entitled to control them. They were 
not likely to suffer from land grabbers 
as much as when the lands were un­
der federal control. Objection had 
been made to provincial ownership on 
the ground that it would invalidate 
the action of the provincial policy. 
That was not so. The West was 
more interested in immigration than 
any other part of Canada, and the 
other provinces that owned lands 
were getting immigrants. The Con­
servative party, if returned to power, 
would entrust the public domain to 
the provinces.

Mr. Borden then compared the an­
nual subsidy with the revenue re­
ceived by other provinces from lands, 
showing an obvious disadvantage to 
the new provinces. “When the ques­
tion of restitution comes to be con­
sidered by thé' Conservatives,” he 
said, “it will be considered on the 
ground that part of the domain has 
already been utilized for national 
rather than provincial purposes,”

On the G.T.P. Question.
-■ When tiie hew transcontinental 
railway was under consideration the 
Conservative party had said that the 
people of Canada were providing nine-’ 
tents of thé necessary money and 
getting no control in return. To go 
a step further was now their policy 
and to provide all the cash and make 
it a national highway for all time. 
Nowadays railways were great mod mi 
high ways, and in most ‘countries own­
ed by the state. This should be the 
case in Canada. The Laurier govern­
ment had permitted the issue of fifty 
million of watered stock, which was a 
fatal error, because in future this 
watered stock ould be referred to the 
Railway Commission as a reason why 
rates should be kept up. The inter­
est would have to be paid on it, by 
generation after generation of Cana­
dians. The Conservative party de­
manded half of the profits for the 
people, but had been unsuccessful.

As to the Intercolonial.
Under the Conservative regime the 

.Intercolonial would be placed under 
control of a non-partizan commission 
and business methods applied to it. 
Mr. Borden believed the civil ser­
vants should be appointed and grad­
ed by an independent Commission, ns 
in England.

Bulletin Special.
lied Deer, Oct. 17.—The Wednesday

morning session of the Ninth Annual 
Convention of the Baptists of Alberta, 
was devoted to some of the internal eco­
nomy of the individual churches. Rev. 
J. H. Bowering led the discussion of 
“The Pastor and Church Finance ; Rev. 
C. C. McKerson spoke on “The Church 
Business Meeting." . -Rev. J,- - x. 
Bowen led in the church pray­
er meeting, and Rev. B. Uood- 
tield, “The Church and Bible Class. 
aMny valuable suggestions were brought 
out in addresses and discussions.

The afternoon was given up to the 
work of the ladies’ association. Thobgh 
the reports were incomplete, owing to 
the many changes among the pastors and 
otiicers,_eleven missions reported 234 
members and with the six mission bands 
had raised $618. Papers given by Mrs. 
Nome, Bdmonton, on "Giving,” by Mrs. 
E. J. Hill, Calgary, on “Consecrated Per­
sonality a Force in Missions.” Mr. 
VVolld gave a sketch of the Scandinavian 
work.

The following officers were elected— 
president, Mrs. H. Briant, Medicine Hat; 
first vice-president, Mrs. F. W. Patter­
son, Calgary ; second vice-president, Mrs. 
M. Bergh, Calgary; secretary, Mrs. A.

At the evening session tflev. A. u. 
Baker emphasized the call of foreign 
missions. Rev. H. Proctor in his ad­
dress on the “Principles of the New Tes­
tament Church, ’ cited a regenerated 
church membership, immersed believers, 
the Lord's supper—which i.e would ex­
tend to others than immersed believers 
—local church independence and loyalty 
to the new testament teaching, as such 
principles.

Rev. K'. W. Patterson thought that the 
reading of holiness, the higher life, and 
social Christianity were only useful when 
they helped to more effective christian- 
h.v- Definiteness of aim, the inwardness 
of the religion of evangelism, the normal 
effort of the Church of Christ and the 
use of the home and all legitimate chan­
nels to save men were Mr. Patterson's 
po’nts. In the application of the on­
wardness of true religion. Mr. Patter­
son scored those churchmen who hoped 
to. promote religion lit children studying 
the scripture as literature in schools. It 
was beneath the dignity of the church to 
seek sure repetitious instruction in re­
ligion. Religion coofd not be bought.

He protested against state, aid to chur­
ches for evangelizing the Indians, tv here 
on earth was thé consistency of these 
enurenes standing out against state aid 
to separate schools when they themselves 
were following out exactly the same 
course in connection with Indian schools.

Thursday’s Sessions.
At this tnormng’s session resolutions 

were passed commending the Northwest 
Baptist and the Brandon College to the 
support of the people, expressing grati­
fication ,at the growth and progress in 
the several conventions and the drawing 
together ot the Disciple and Baptist 
church, expressing profound sympathy 
with .Alex.

Medicine 
flat and Lethbridge were proposed as 
places for the next meeting and the sel­
ection was left to the program committee 
Supt. McLaurins suggested that the As­
sociation should be divided.

Revs, ftempton, McDonald, Baker, 
Bowering, McConnell, Briant and Hunter 
were appointed the home mission com­
mittee.

Twelve new churches were received in­
to the association, viz. : Bethel Heath 
and Olivet* Calgary; Syndicate avenue, 
Edmonton ; .Hawkeye, Claresholm, Leav­
ings, Hebon, Killam, tnnisfree, Frank, 
and vermruon.

CALGARY TO HAVE 
NEW WATERWORKS

Large Brewery to be Erected—Drug 
gists will Insist on Cash 

• System.

Bulletin Special.
Calgary, Oct. 18—The contract has 

been let for the new brewqry which 
will be erected across the Bow in the 
Nose Creek district. The brewery 
will be known as the Golden West 
brewery.

The building is to be of solid brick. 
There will ..he very Jteavy concrete 
footings and solid construction. It 
is to be three stories in height and 
60 to' 61 feet in dimension. It is to 
be built so that it can be extended 
at any time.. The proprietors are 
Messrs. Rakow and Pouplier.

The druggists of Calgary arer going 
to make an effort to introduce the cash 
system into their stores. The druggists 
complain that in their business many 
of the accounts are small and for 
that reason the difficulty of collecting 
is very great. The amount outstand­
ing by most of them is very large., 
making business more difficult than 
it should be. -Few purchases are of 
a very large amount or involve en­
ough to make it a hardship for any­
one to pay right down.

The gravity method of supplying 
the city of Calgary with water will be 
started this afternoon at 2 o’clock in 
formal fashion. This event has -been 
before the people for some time,, and 
marks the beginning of an excellent 
system of waterworks. The first sod 
will be turned by Alderman Watson, 
who has been so energetic in thi 
matter. It was he who. first suggested 
this method and overcame most of the 
troubles which were in the way.

As the first sod will be turned near 
the head water of the new system, 
which is twelve miles from Calgary, 
the audience at the official beginning 
will not be very large. It is a fine 
drive to the place, however, and any 
person going out will be repaid for 
the journey. The head water is up 
the Elbow.

Smith Was Exonerated,

VI innipeg, Oct. 18.—At the instance •• 1 
Attorney General Campbell, chief of the 
Provincial Police Eliott, this morning 
laid a charge of manslaughter against 
Detective Smith, who fatally shot Oscar 
Gans on Tuesday last and who was ex­
onerated last night by the coroner’s jury 
The preliminary hearing comes up before 
Provincial Magistrate McMickén to-mor­
row morning, but an adjournment will 
bC made. The question of bail for the 
prisoner is under consideration. The 
finding of jury exculpating Smith creat­
ed qmte a sensation when made public 
this morning.

May Arrest Son Railway Officials.
Minneapolis, October 17.Officials of 

the Soo railroad may be arrested on 
warrants sworn out by County At­
torney Hennepin charging them with 
violation of the law by bringing arm­
ed guards from Chicago to serve at 
the shops at Shoreham. Labor Com­
missioner W. H. Williams filed with 
Governor Johnson a report of the in­
vestigation at Shoreham. The gover­
nor will take no action. He says it’s 
up to the county attorney.

Two Elevators Burned.
Eetelline, S.D., Oct. 17.—Atlas Ele­

vator Co.’s two elevators were burned 
to-day with 8,000 bushels of grain. 
The loss will 'be $‘12;000.

In Provincial Convention and Or­
ganize for Forthcoming Federal
Elections. Approve of Mr.
Barden ** Leader.

Regina, Sack., October 16—The 
Conservatives of the province of 
Saskatchewan held a convention here 
today, delegates being present from 
all parts of the province, when or­
ganization was affected and prepara­
tions made for the coming campaign. 
The whole of the afternoon session 
was taken up with the presenting of 
resolutions and with the hearing of 
addresses by the members of parlia­
ment who were present. Officers 
were elected, and it was decided to 
immediately proceed with the nomi­
nation of candidates for the coming 
Dominion contest, apd with the or­
ganization of each "of the ten provin­
cial constituencies. The election of 
officers resulted in the following be­
ing chosen : Hon. president, Hon. R. 
L. Borden ; president, H. W. Laird, 
Regina; first vice-president, W. B. 
Willoughby, Moose Jaw; second vice- 
president, E. L. Elwood, Moosomin ; 
Secretary W. S. Ball. Regina ; trea­
surer, A. E. Whitmore, Regina; exe­
cutive committee, G. M. Annable, 
Moose Jaw; W. W. Davidson. Moose 
Jaw ; J. F. L. Embury, Regina ; J. H. 
Creamer, Qu’Appelle ; Frank McKay, 
Indian Head, and the presidents of 
each of the respective local execu­
tives. Only a few formal Resolutions' 
were presented, the first reiterating 
the confidence which the Saskatche­
wan Conservatives have in their 
leader, and another stating that they 
are thoroughly in accord with the 
platform which he enunciated at 
Halifax, believing it to be in the best 
interests of the Dominion as a whole. 
A third resolution placed on record 
the appreciation of the party in the 
efforts made by R. S. Lake. M.P. for 
Grenfell, as the only representative 
of the province in the House of Com­
mons who supports the Conservative 
party. Other resolutions presented 
dealt with purely business matters, 
and related to preparations for the 
campaign, which the Conservatives 
feel is imminent.

WINNIPEG’S INCINERATOR.

Charges That Pearson Was Influenced 
to Report Against It.

Winnipeg, Oct. 18—A special meet­
ing of the board of control was held 
this morning in connection with the 
despatches from Regina regarding 
statements made by G. T. Decarie re­
flecting on" the good faith of the con­
trollers. * The board has issued an 
absolute and unequivocal denial of 
the statement said to have been made 
before the Regina city council by 
G. L. Decarie to the effect that J. F. 
Pearson, chief sanitary inspector of 
Winnipeg city, had been influenced 
to report against an incinerator by 
the board of control. After the meet­
ing of the board Controller Baker 
stated to a representative of the W. 
A. P. that Pearson, together with City 
Engineer Rattan and Alderman 
Campbell, had been given full charge 
in the incinerator matter, and that 
the board of control had offered no 
suggestions nor brouht any influence 
to bear regarding their test and re­
port, Any statements to the contrary, 
such as were attributed to Mr. De­
carie at Regina, were absolutely un­
true. Mr. Pearson himself charac­
terized Decarie’s alleged statement as 
“a malicious» lie.”

On the requisition of four aldermen 
a special session of the city council 
will be held Monday afternoon to dis­
cuss a notice of motion already given 
by Alderman Manning for the pur­
pose of reopening Broadway, south’ of 
Main street. By an agreement made 
two years ago this is now C. N. R. 
property, but Aid. Manning claims

HARRIMAN ASKS AID.

From the Press to show Injustice of 
Interstate Commission.

Chicago, Oct. 17.—Harriman to­
day through the reporters, appealed 
to the people of the United States and 
their representatives, the public press 
to aid the railroads in the fight for a 
greater measure of justice before the 
Interstate Commerce Commission. He 
suggested a meeting of the represen­
tatives of the press association, the 
leading metropolitan dailies and the 
leading magazines of the country to 
devise just regulation for the rail' 
roads. Harriman said the railroads 
suffered injustice through ex-parte 
hearings before the commission. He 
says the railroad men by this time 
understand there must be government 
regulations of rates, but the present

According 
to the story told the young men be­
came involved in a sort of a hazing 
expedition, a normal student being 
the victim. The normal student, it 
appears, was relieved of all the but­
tons on his clothing and then while 
the frost was sparkling in the moon­
light, made to disrobe, stand on his 
head and sing, “Waltze me Around 
Again Willie.”

Bulletin Staff Correspondence.
Lloydminster, October 17. — The 

third annual exhibition of the Lloyd- 
minister and District Agricultural 
Society was held here today and was 
in every respect a pronounced suc­
cess in the essentials of any fair, 
namely, a good crowd, a well filled 
entry 'ist and exhibits- of wide variety 
and excellent quality. The weather 
was bright and fine and favored a 
good attendance. The judges did 
their work faithfully and efficiently, 
and were kept busy all day, because 
almost every section in every class 
was filled with a large list of com- 
jtetitors that often required the most 
eyeful comparison and discrimina­
tion to place the red ribbon in the 
right place.

The exhibition was held in the 
school grounds this year. The fine 
new brick school, which has just been 
recently finished, afforded superior- 
accommodation as an exhibition 
building, the several rooms being oc­
cupied by the exhibits of the different 
departments. _ Next year the Agricul­
tural Society will be established in 
the new exhibition park, situated at 
the north end of the town and con­
taining 40 acres, a free,grant from the 
Dominion Government to the town of 
Lloydminster and the Agricultural 
Society for exhibition purposes. The 
society has $1,200 on hand at the 
present time to commence the work 
of improvement on the new park.

The wide variety and number of the 
exhibits in each class, the general ex­
cellence of each section, and the keen, 
intelligent interest evinced by the 
visitors in the judging at the stock 
ring indicates at once the resources of 
the district and proves that the 
original Barr colonists have “ made , 
good ” in the west and succeeded in 
founding one of the most advanced 
settlements in Western Canada.

The cattle exhibit was one of the 
largest seen at any of the fall fairs 
this season. The number on the 
grounds aggregated 125. principally of 
the heavy pure breeds and some very 
fine grade stock.

In horses, the light • breeds pre­
dominated, while the general purpose 
class was represented by about two
dozen teams. In the light horse
classes—drivers, saddle horses, car­
riage horses and roadsters—the dis­
trict of Lloydminster is well supplied 
and bears favorable comparison with 
any community in Alberta in this 
respect. In the saddle class no less 
than 21 horses took the ring and an 
exceptionally large book were on hand 
among the carriage teams and single 
drivers.
