OincinnàW,": Ohio; -Dee. - ’M:—At 
least seven, lives were lost and, many 
people injured in a tenement house 
fire at 327 and 329 East Third street 
Shortly after midnight. The build­
ing je » four storey structure with 
tenements on every floor except the 
first. The hallways are lighted 
by,kerosene lamps, and in some way 
the lamp on the second floor was up- 
set, and in a very few minutes the 

j< dry wood work in the hall was aflame. 
The blaze shot upward, making it im­
possible for the tenants of the place 
to get out by way of the stairs. 
Some of them jumped out of the 
windows and were badly hurt. There 
were 50 people in the house at the 
time.

Fireman Saved Several.
The" first fireman to reach he 

scene saved several from the burning 
building. Captain of engine com­
pany No. 4 carried down two dead 
aodies on the ladder and several 
others were found huddled together 
on the "fourth floor. At midnight it 
was estimated that fully half of the 
fifty occupants of the tenements were 
either dead or badly injured. The 
fact that the fire started in the second 
dtorey hallway and, developed by the 
draught, mounted quickly up the 
stairway to the top floor,-vsade egress 
from the burning building by way 
Of the «taira practically impossible, 
And, the -fire being inside, it offered 
many difficulties "to the firemen in 
Greir efforts to save the lives of the 
inmates of the building and to keep 
the fire under control. j 

The bodies of a number which were 
taken to the morgue were so badly 
burned that identification was im­
possible.

Jumped From Windows.
Patrolmen Clarke and Brinkler, 

who were the first on the scene, 
picked up a blanket from in front 
of the building and yelled to the 
terrified people in the windows to 
jump Holding the blanket be­
tween them, they called to a woman 
on the second floor to jump into it. 
As she jumped to safety the officers 
called to a small girl, who was on 
the Verge of dropping from a window 
pn the third floor. The girl took 
one look at the outstretched blanket 
and plunged head first- into it. Both 
womati 'and child- were badly burned 
and' were quickly rushed, to Abe city 
hospital. . ... ;

Police Render Assistance. 
Lieutenant Kane, Patrolman Neil 

Hayes .and G'Dowd were the first to 
reach the imprisoned tenents in the 
rear and carried many of them to 
safety over the roofs of neighboring 
buiMmàë. "When the firemén enter­
ed the rooms ofi the fourth floor they 
found the smoking bodifes of two. wo­
men and two qthers in the front roam 
And the room directly behind.
