at Crete and Salonika could not long
continue to make way without bring-
ing the Government down with a
crash and imperilling the throne it-
self. Constantine sees the impending
fate and finds it better to accept it vol-
untarily than have it thrust upon him,
not by the Entente but by his own
people.

For it must now be plain to the
Greek people where their policy of
ncutrality will bring them. The Ser-
bian victory near Monastir, the final
blocking of Mackensen’s drive .in
Dobrudja and the recapture by the
Roumanians of the Transylvanian
passes they had lost are events which
write clearly the ultimate fate of
Bulgaria. But Bulgaria might see
the writing as clearly as anyone, and
show herself in a mood to bargain.
Even at that late ‘date, with all her
treacherous history behind her, she
might well buy her neutrality from
the Allies, so great would the saving
be to them of precious lives and mon-
ey and precious time. Indeed, Serbia
restored, indemnified and assured of
territorial compensation, the Allies
might even consent to allow Bulgaria
to retain Kavala and its environs at
the expense of contemptible Greece.

It is a mistake to say, as some
writers do, that Greece’s participation
would be of little value to the Allies.
If she merely took into her hands the
business of driving Bulgaria from this
district and bearing back her Ileft
wing, it would be of the greatest as-
gistance to General Sarrail, and most
certainly justify him in driving
straight ahead along his whole front.
More than this, it would beyond gues-
tion greatly affect Bulgaria and bring
lier rapidly to terms. The whole Bal-
kan campaign is so important, and
fraught with such tremendous possi-
bilities, that the present trend of
events at Athens cannot but be. fol-
lowed with the closest interest and
expectation in the capitals of Europe.

No Tidings of Crew
of Ill-Fated Bonnie Lass

Concerning the loss of the schooner
Bonnie Lass at Trepassey Bar, Mr. R.
J. Devereaux received the following
message yesterday afternoon from
Trepassey:—

“The schooner was owned by Mich-
ael McDonald, Newbridge, Salmonier.
The crew consisted of John McRaith,
master, married; Peter McDonald, of
St. Mary’s, marrled Richard McDon-
ald, of Salmonier, married; Michael
Grace, of Salmonier, marrled Henry
Lewis, married; Richard Grace, Ed-
ward Fagan, unmarried. The hull is
partly submerged, with bow up; bow-
sprit and foremast intact; double-
reefed foresail on foremast torn in
pieces; mainmast unstepped; cannot
tell condition of schooner aft of main
hatch. Dories were driven ashore .in
pieces with name of Bonnie Lass
painted on them. One anchor chain
and cable hanging frem bow. Motor
boats are trying to tow hull to land
but are making little progress, but
however, are still trying. Schooner
did not run down land; might have
swamped or casized. No hope is held
out for crew and there is no sign of
bodies. No sign of other wreckage
than that of Bonnie Lass.”
