LONDON, Nov. 15.

Reuter’s correspondent at British
headquarters on the Palestine front
in a despatch dated Tuesday, says:
There has been severe fighting in the
vicinity of Vadi-Suskerier since yes-
terday. The enemy rearguard has
taken up desperate resistance, appar-
ently rqalizing that distance and lack
of proper communication will not stop
the British advance, and therefore
like a cornered animal is determined
to die game at Burkah. Scottish
troops who had captured the ridge
were counter attacked so vigorously
that they were obliged to yield ground
which afterwards was recovered,
nevertheless the Turks made a second
vicious counter attack but again their
temporary success was converted in-
to defeat and they finally were driven
off with heavy losses. ' Since .early
morning fighting has - been general
along a considerable front. Accord-
ing to latest reports we have made
an important advance - bringing up
within seven miles of Ramleh, some
twenty miles northwest of Jerusalem,
which is the centre of the Turkish
position and Turkish headquarters.
Our left has pushed across the Wadi
Rubin and occupied the important
town of Yebriah and reached | D1
Kuboibeh. The Turks offered a stub-
born resistance on the front of our
right and centre which nevertheless
gained considerable ground. More
prisoners were brought in to<day
bringing the total to about six thous-
and, while with the guns discovered
yesterday a total of 90 has been reach-
ed.. It is stated that the population
