Mr. Gladstone’s Pamphlet.
Tho Loudon correspondent of the N* 

Y. Tribune thus speaks of thq rapid sale 
of Mr. Gladstone’s pamphlet, and its ef­
fects throughout Europe

Mr. Murray has printed and sold no 
less than sixteen thousand copies of Mr. 
Gladstone’s pamphlet on the Vatican De­
crees. This gives au average of more 
than three thousand copies a day. For 
an ordinary pamphlet a sale of 500 would 
be thought considerable. These facts 
may be of interest to persons who have 
been doubting whether the question dis­
cussed by Mr. Gladstone has any “practi­
cal" concern for Englishmen in general. 
It may be safely said of Englishmen in 
general that they do not buy 10,000 
copies in five days of a pamphlet on a 
matter iu which they have no concern. 
It is idle to deny that the interest taken 
in it is very great and very wide spread. 
It goes far beyond England. It reaches 
at least to Berlin in the East and to 
Rome in the South, from both which 
cities special despatches to the London 
papers began to pour in early in the 
week. The Roman correspondent of 
The Daily News telegraphed on Tuesday 
night that the Pope had been making a 
little speech to “ several English Catho­
lics” aboutit. He told them that Mr. 
Gladstone was h$d been <lrunk(“ intoxi­
cated’ ') by Piince Bismarck, and likened 
him to a viper assailing the bark of St. 
Peter. How a viper would proceed in 
assailing the bark of St. Peter, His Holi­
ness did not explain, and conjectures 
based on Mr. Gladstone’s pamphlet must 
necessarily be vague. Perhaps the 
Pope’s infallibility does not extend to 
rhetoric, or perhaps it entities him to a 
freer use of mixed metaphors than falli­
ble persons permit themselves. It is 
clear, at any rate, that Infallibility en­
ables a Pope to pronounce on books he 
had not read. He had not read Mr. 
Gladstone’s he admits, but he “under­
stands" that “the Minister whom they 
call Liberal flatters the Catholics of that 
nation, and leads them to believe I wish 
those subjects to become dis’oyal to their 
sovereign and the laws of thoir country." 
It may be guessed that IhePope had been 
given to “understand” something also 
about Lord Acton’s letter, for he remarks 
that “those who will walk astray are not 
Catholics. They are worse than infidels 
and Protestants, because, calling them­
selves Catholics, they daily rebel against 
God and the Hws of the Church," 
which the Reverend Doctor Dollinger 
might also take . to ’himsolf, were 
he so minded. On the other hand, the 
Berlin correspondent of The Times tele­
graphs that Mr. Gladstone’s essay on the 
Civil Allegiance of Roman Catholics 
elioite burets of applause from the whole 
German press, the Ultramontane organs 
alone excepted, copious extracts being 
given in the leading journals. Tho 
French papers comment on it according 
to their sympathies. The organ of the 
radical Republicans hails it as the cour­
ageous utterance of a philosophic states­
man which elsewhere than m England 
ought to teach tho clerical Irreconcil 
ables to put a limit to their arrogant 
pretensions. M. Veuillot in the Univers 
—which may be called the leading Ul­
tramontane organ of Europe—remarks 
with more than his usual mildness _ that

the insults which Mr. Gladstone has of­
fered the Pope, and which do hot de­
servo to be discussed,.merely prove tho 
sectarian bate with which he regards the 
Head of the Roman Church ; but at tbo 
same time Mr. Gladstone exhibits either 
his own inconceivable ignorance of Cath­
olic doctrine, or else his, signally bad 
faith.” A little further on M. Veuillot 
appears to acquit Mr. Gladstone of ig­
norance by accusing him of “willfully 
misrepresenting" the principles he con­
tends against.

Berlin, Dec. Ç. — Prince Bismark in 
course oi his reply to Herr Windhorst iti 
the Reichstag said, “ I am in possession 
of conclusive evidence that the Ecumen­
ical Council was cut short on account of 
the Franco-German war. The Council's 
vote would have been very different had 
the French been victorious. I know from 
the very best sources that Napoleon was 
dragged into the war very much against 
his will by Jesuitical influences. He 
strove hard to resist these influences ; at 
the eleventh hour he determined on 
peace, and kept his resolution half and 
ultimately he was overpowered by per­
sons representing the Vatican.”

Rome.. Dec. 6.—The waters of the Ti­
ber are rising and ah overfl dw is fearad.

Washington, Dec. 7.—Secretary Bres- 
tow’s report recapitulate» transactions 
attending the refunding of tho debt, and 
states that successful bidders have taken 
all former bids and hold at option for 
the rest till February first. The sinking 
fund is over twenty million» of dollars 
behind. The Secretary not only takes 
strong grounds in favour of specie 
payments, but sets forth a definite plan 
for reaching the same. He recommends 
a repeal of the Legal Teuder Act at a 
fixed day.and as to contracts there there­
after made, and except to official salaries 
and ordinary expenditures of the Gov­
ernment under existing appropriations, 
tho Secretary recommends that authori­
ty be given for immediate issue of con- 
vertable bonds, bearing a low rate of in ­
terest. He asks that a day may be fixed 
for resumption of special payœént not 
more limited than three years, and at 
the end of that time the secretary to be 
authorized to raise gold by selling bonds 
in such amounts as may become neces­
sary from time to time to keep the Trea 
sury in condition to redeem green backs 
as presented. The Secretary recom­
mends free banking as part of the plan 
for the resumption of specie payment ; 
but this branch of the subject is not ela­
borated. It is recommended that frac­
tional currency be replaced by silver and 
to accomplish this the secretary desires 
to set all mints at work coining silver, 
and as rapidly as it is produced fraction­
al currency to be recalled and destroyed, 
beginning with the smallest denomina­
tion. The secretary also asks that coin­
ing gold be made as free in the United 
States as it is in London, in order to 
irevent exportation of bullion for coin- 
ng. He recommends that all printing 

of notes and bonds be done exclusively 
at the Treasury Department. He recom­
mends also that the tax be taken off bank 
checks, watches, cosmetics and drugs, 
and to meet this loss that an additional 
tax of 10 cents per gallon be imposed on 
whiskey. The secretary recommends a 
restoration of tax on tc-a aud cofft'o. The- 
secretary is no believer in the system of 
moitiés and does not desire its restora­
tion in any shape ; does not regard the 
Treasury Department as the proper place 
for adjudication of cotton cases. Great 
economy is recommended in expenditures 
for public buildings. He expresses be­
lief that |the needs of Government do 
not require such elaborate and costly 
structures as have of late been erected, 
but that plainer,andat the same time sub­
stantial buildings will answer every pur­
pose and save many millions. As to all 
dans for increasing public indebtedness 
>Y aiding private enterprises of anv 

kind, the secretary does not believe that 
the present condition of the Government 
justifies extending aid in any form,
