The attainment of quality is the 
I “worth while” of farming. Live­
stock, the best of their breed, well 

| fed and thrifty ; fruit, large of size, 
rich in color and flavor ; crops, vig­
orous, free from weeds, productive 
and pure of variety, these things re­
present “quality,” and its attainment 
should be the goal of our farming 
ambitions.

As applied to field crops, it has to 
be considered in two ways, first the 
quality of the standing crop, second, 
the quality of threshed grain. The 
quality of the crop in the field is 
determined by the state of tilth and 
fertility that the seed bed is in at 
the time of sowing, and by the care 
given to the selection and cleaning 
of the seed previous to seeding. 
Quality in the threshed grain is de­
termined largely by the same fac­
tors. Vigorous plants are essential 
for the production of large, plump 
grain, and these can only be pro­
duced in a well tilled fertile seed bed 
and by a vigorous variety which is 
the product of careful breeding and 
selection. The purity and uniform­
ity a variety can be maintained 

; only by consistent selection through 
the medium of the seed-plot and the 
fanning-mill.

To produce quality in our crops 
attention must be given to all the 
factors enumerated, while the neg­
lect of any will result in the crop in­
ferior in appearance, yield and re­
productive power.

Barring weather injury, quality 
and yield together. Large yields 
per acre generally go hand in hand 

• with grain of beautiful appearance 
! and uniform excellence, and vice 
| versa. The farmer thus receives 
! generous remuneration for his la- 
! bor, but what is more important, in 
! striving for quality he will find his 
: greatest reward not only in increas- 
I ed yields and larger profits, but in 
' the satisfaction that attends the ap­

plication of intelligent and concen­
trated effort.
