CURIOSITIES OF SUICIDE

The crime of self-murder has been for 
some time increasing at a rapid rate in 
Germany, chiefly amongst the military and 
student population. of twelve deaths 
lately in the former class, more than half 
were cases of this kind, the victims being 
officers of minor degree.

All the special pleading that is put forth 
by Mr. Mowat and his friends concerning 
the Rivers’ and Streams’ Bill cannot destroy 
the fact that if it had been put in force it 
would have deprived one man of his prop- 
erty and have wrongfully handed it over 
to another.
