LIFE AT WEST POINT.

THE DISCIPLINE THROUGH WHICH A
CADET MUST PASS.

Anything but a Life of Ease and Pleas-
ure—Examinations BStrictly Impar-
tial —Truth-Telling an Inhereat
Quality—A List of Faults.

[Cor. Hartford Times.]

Very few people who have never visited
the United States military academy have
s correct idea of the actual life of a
‘West Point cadet. It is anything buta
life of ease and pleasure, but four years
of hard, earnest work such as a few lads
have the physical endurance to undergo.
In the first place a boy must pass an ex-
amination to get in fully as hard as the
examinations for admission to the Hart-
ford high school, and once in he is ruled
with an iron rod of discipline. The

eater part of the winter

barracks are little less con-
fining than & prison, and his sole recrea-
tions ‘are the daily drilla In the
summer time books are thrown aside for
two months and the cadets go into camp
on the plain; but they are confined to pre-
scribed limits, alw;‘ys .under the eyes of
watchful officers, idway in the course,
at the end of the first two years, the cadet
is permitted to leave the post on an eight-
weeks’ furlough.

There has always been more or less
carping criticism at the manner of con
duoting entrance examinations, some peo-

A BRITISH CATTLE TRAIL.

Ohject of the Visit of Capt. Pim, of the
Royal Navy.
[Denver Tribune-Republican.]

Bedford Pim, of the royal navy of Eng-
land, and Capt. Silas Bent, of St. Louis,
who are at the Windsor hotel, on their
way to Montana and the cattle ranges of
the northwest, are each gentlemen who
atténded the cattlemen’s convention at St.
Louis, and took an active interest in the
questions there considered. Capt. Pim is
now and has been for the past twelve
years a member of the English parlia-
ment. He has been in past years identi-
fled with some of the best scientific work
of the world. One of his objects at the
present time is to gather all facts bearing
upon the pmﬁmbi‘lli;{y of a cattle shipping
route from the United States to England,
through the British possessions.

The route that he considers the most
feasible is from Montana, through Mani-
toba, to Fort Churchill on Hudson bay.
From Fort Churchill to Liverpool the
distance is 1,878 miles. Seven hundred
miles of that distance, he says, is through
lanes in the ice, where the water is as
smooth as glass and unruffled by storms,
leaving the open ocean voyage only about
1,000 mijles. - He says his experience as an
Arctic scaman has led him to think that
the route will be open and practicable for
three months of the year, and that cattle
can be nl\igped in better condition that
way than by any other line yet used or
ﬁﬁated. " The starting point for the

or railway in Manitoba would be at
Indian Head, on the Canadian Pacific
road. The distance from there to Fort
Churchill is about 700 miles, Capt Pim

f: a vat and subjected to a stegm hest of
140 to 160 degrees I'ahrenheit. In the
vat 8 quantity of alum and copper pla'cs
are added and the innocent cuycumber or
onion is subjected to contact with thcse
harmless in fents for a term of from
three to @ hours. The pickles are
then carefully washed, and are ready for
the palates of the public.
