C. H. Taylor, of San Francisco, had 
returned from Linderman and Bennett 
lakes by Skagway trail, and says no 
boats have been capsized. The report of 
snch disasters being without the slight­
est foundation.

Authentic news was obUined by the 
Colonist representative here of rich 
strikes on the Hootalinqua and Stewart 
rivers, the latter going one hundred and 
fifty dollars to the pan.

A. Guttechick, of Portland, who had 
one hundred and fifty British Columbia 
letters, was caught in a washout at 
Dyea and lost the letters, besides being 
nearly drowned.

ONTARIO ELECTIONS.
Premier Hardy Says They Will Occur Next 

June or July.

London, Oct. 16.—At. the conference 
of the Northern Union of Conservatives 
Association at Berwick-on-Tweed to­
day, Lord Londonderry tendered his re­
signation of the presidency of the union. 
His reasons were set forth in a letter to 
the executive .-ommittee, in the course 
of which he sa d:

“ The principles of true Conservât! v- 
iem have been cast to the winds by our 
leaders in passing the workmen’s com­
pensation bill. Among Conservatives 
throughout the North of England the 
feeling is one of bitter disappointment 
and disaffection at the conduct of these 
leaders. If unallayed it will lead to a 
serious sulit in the party.

“ It is due, I am convinced, to a sub­
ordination of Conservative principles to 
the dominating will of the secretary of 
state for the colonies (the Right. Hon. 
Joseph Chamberlain), whose radical 
views of home politics Conservatives 
have always disapproved, however much 
the)- may have admired him aa an im­
perialist.

" In these circumstances the commit­
tee will understand my reluctance to 
•■ontiune as president of a union nomin­
ally Conservative, but which unless it 
puts s check upon the action of our 
leaders i n allowing Mr. Cbamberlrin so 
free a hand in home legislation, is virtu­
ally an - rtranization for the promotion 
of radical measures.”

Suits, The Motto of the Cubans Who Want Neither 
Autonomy nor Annexation.

London, Oct. 16.—Joe. Seayas, who 
says he is accredited by the Cuban junta 
as minister plenipotentiary to Great 
Britain from the Cuban Republic, in an 
interview is quoted as expressing his be­
lief that the war in Cuba will not last 
another year. In conclusion he is re­
ported as saying : There is no truth in 
the opinion expressed in England that 
the Cubans desire annexation to the 
United States. We are fighting for in­
dependence and do. not hanker after an­
nexation, which will not be the outcome 
of the struggle. There is not the least 
likelihood of the Cabans accepting 
autonomy. Independence or death ” 
is our motto.
- New York, Oct. 15.—The Herald this 
morning prints a long article on the 
Caban situation, in which it says that 
Spain will eventually grant independ­
ence to Cuba on the payment of an in­
demnity of $160,000,000. Information 

from diplomatic circles that Spain 
would gladly hold on to Cuba if she 
could, but her desperate financial con­
dition hasled her to see the inevitable, 
and after a certain season of delay, in 
deference to public opinion, she will yield 
to Cuba all she asks.

Proposed Klondyke Railway.

Yukon company, which got its charter 
for a railway through the White Pass 
last session, is not going to carry through 
the enterprise, bat will probably sell ont 
to a London syndicate which has taken 
a three months’ option to purchase the 
British Yukon company’s franchises for 
the sum of $140,000 Cftsh and $90,000 
bonds. Considering the small amount 
which the company has spent, this will 
give the promoters a nice little haul. 
At a meeting of the company in London 
on the 28th of last month, the chairman 
made some extraordinary statements, 
among others that the Dominion go 
ment had recognized the White Pa 
the beet for reaching the head waters of 
the Yukon.
