Great meb are God’s method of he'ping
the world. - He gives us many blessings 1
many ways; He gives us no greater bless-
ings than those which he gives with the
advent, and the labor, and the consecrated
spirit of great and good men. And why
may this great man not be considered to
come in the person of Him who, at the
critical time of a young nation’s birth and
early history, comes to establish amid many
difficulties and embarrassments, a great
system of popular instruction, that ‘will be
widespread and unperishrble in its influence
as the long centuries run. Not so striking
this it may be, not so imposing, not so
likely to dazzle the imagination, or give elo-
quence tothe descriptive power of the his-
torian, according to the old notion of writ-
ing history, but in that better notion of
history which takes in the homes and the
everyday life of the people, the manners
and customs, the jeys and sorrow of the
people—more beneficient, and not less grand
and enduring or beautiful than the labors
of those who fought the world’s great bat-
tles, or perished in the councils'of empires.
