City Taxes and Local lmprovement Rates.

Editor ‘World: By tax papers received I
notice that no rebate is allowed to those who
have had roads constructed on the local im-
provement plan. - It is very well for the
Mayor and others to say the Council had no
power to pass such a bylaw, but they did pass
it, and not only that, they by circulars urged
-citizens to take advantage of it, and by
doing they should have an allowance from the
general rate. The Council with its citizens
entered into such a contract and until this
year the promised rebate was allowed. T hold
that the Council cannot recede from its con-
tract with its citizens.

Take my own ward—that of St. Paul’s,
similar bylaws and contracts were made by
the Village Council, the allowance was made,
aud until this year carried out by the City
Council, and they as well as others are entitled
to this allowance until the lif¢ of the pave-
ment is ended. Front-street, Wellingtou, all
of King, Queen, Yonge and numerous other
streets have been paved under the same con-
tract and its terms should be honorubly ecar-
ried out. 4
