CREWS AT HULL.

ue Strikers Fought Desperately to Pre-
vent the Crews Being Slilpnod—llrok-
en Heads and Uruised Bodies—A
British Man-of-War is Now in the Bar-
bor to Frevent Violence,

Loxpox, April 9.—The steamships
Montebello and Romeo put ount from the
Hull docks last night and anchored in the
Roads soias to be able to take aboard their
crews at a safe distance from the rioters.

Two companies of dragoons, armed with
Jances, formed on both sides of the crews
about two hours later and escorted them to
the- tenders, The police, who had been

. called out in full force, tried to keep the
“mob back, but the strikers broke through
the lines repeatedly and begen stoning the
soldiers and sailors. :

The police swung their clubs right and
left, cracking heads and battering faces,
When the rioters crowded up in front of
the crews so as to stop vheir progress the
dragoons beat them back with the butts of
their lances. Several policemen and dra-
goons were ‘injured with stones thrown by
the rioters, and about a doZen strikers were
carried from the scene of the conflict by
their comrades. 3

At the docks the créws were
placed on the tenders and proceeded
%o the Montebello and Romeo. Both
steamships sailed this morning. :

A gunboat arrived to-day at Hull and
anchored in the Roads. Another is ex-
pected to arrive to-night or to-morrow. It
1s_hoped that the presence of the gunboats
will awe the strikers sufficiently to prevent
further violence. . At all -events the
marines will be efficient reinforcements for
the military already at Hull in case of
emergency. 3

A lirge but orderly . meeting of strikers
was held this afternoon. Ben Tillett and
Joseph Havelock Wilson, labor member of
Parliament for Middlesbrough, made the
principal addresses.  Both exhorted the
men to hold fast to their present position,
and Mr. Wilson proclaimed the intention to
produce a general strike. The dockers at
Grimsby, 15 miles southeast of Hull, re-
solved at a meeting this afternoon to handle
no freight for Hull ships which might go
to Grimsby to be loaded.. The resolution
was almost unopposed.

THE WILSONS OF HULL.

A Noted Family in Yorkshire—The Bac-
carat Scandal Recalled.

When the ‘‘baccarat scandal” was the
talk of the world about two years ago,when
Sir William (Gordon-Cummiog had fallen,no
hittle attention was paid to the family ofthe
Wilsons,of Tranby Croftand of Hull. It was’
at their country seat that the first scene in
the *‘baccarat scandal” drama was enacted.

It was at that time thav there appeared a
sketch, “The Wilsons of Hull, by One Who
Has Studied Them,” and it is interesting to
reproduce it now in comnection with the

trouble on the docks of the Wilson Line

steamers. The author of the sketch writes:

“The Wilsons are to Hull very much what
Bismarck was to the Germans before his fall
—something to be wondered at, something
to be proud of, something which seems to
bear the charm of success, often disliked for
overbeating ronghness, often admired for
heroic audacity and always standing out as
an inter sting and gigantic study of char-
{abter. The rise of Hull has at least coin-
cided witn the rise of the Wilsons, unﬂ so
far the town is proud of the two brothers
whoe were till recently the ‘largest private
ship-owners inthe world,’ owning close upon
a hundred ateamers snd carrying all before
them.

“But when, atter the fashion of Bis-
marck’s threat of resignation—omnipotent
until proved futile by. its accomplishment;
the Wilsons threaten to take their ships
away from Hull; when this threat is repeat-
ed until it becomes a standing joke, when,
at the least pretence of opposition, at an
election or by & petty strike among some
laborers, or by an agitation for regulating
the cattle trade, Mr. Charles Wilson comes
forward and says: ‘I shall take my ships
away from Hull, and where will Hull
then?’ there are many people who are dis-
posed to answer that Hull will be exactly
where it is now, and all the better for having
its trade distributed among many hands, in-
stead of being concentrated in ope. Busi-
nessmen, again, who fain would emulate the
methods which have led to so huge a suc-
cess, ask themselves in amazement whether
this bluff Yorkshire simplicity is really the
guality which has made the Wilsons great,
or whether beneath an affectation of gau-
cherie is concealed a far-seeing diplomacy,
or whether (for this is a third theory) the
diplomacy is due to the existence of clever
men behind as managers.

“The baccarat case has recently brought
Arthur Wilson into prominence before the
world, and a good deal of paragraphic in-
struction has been given as to the ancestry
and present habits of the tamily. Many uan-
kind*remarks, based on insufficient know-
ledge, have been made about the social aspir-
ations of the master of Tranby Croft, and the
Prince of Wales has nodoubt profited greatly
by the lectures which have been read to him
on the text that ‘evil communications cor-
rupt good manners.” 1f it were not so ex-
clusively a matter for the Prince himself to
decide with whom he shonid consort, one
would be tempted to comment upon the
impertinence of those who thus assume that
the son of a small keelowner is necessarily
unfit company for a Prince.

“It is a matter.of common knowledge
that the late Thomas Wilson was a man. of
very small beginnings.. His sons, Arthur
and Charles, who now practically hold all
the business between them, joined him be-
fore he had made very much, as it was the
advent of steain which made their fortune,
as it made that of manmy another enter-
prising man. Ina recent favorable year
the brothers were said (probably with ex-
aggeration) to have divided a million be-

ween them. Shortly afterwards they
formed themselves into a company, with a
capital of two millions, a sum which cer-
tainly does not exceed the value of the ships
themselves. i

due in Hull this week is a Wilson liner. If
you go to the railway dock at Hull you see
it full of splendid vessels—the Angelo,
Romeo and the like—with green hulls and
red-marked funnels and names ending in ‘0.’
/8!l Wilson liners, discharging timber or

eneral cargo or passengers from Norway.

n the - Albert dock are the Gothenberg
boats, and in the Alexandra dock, at the
least end of the town, the maguificent
{ American liners, the Buffalo and the rest,
\discharge their cargoes of wheat. 3

“The two brothers who own this wonder-
| ful fleet are, as far as their public appear-
{ance go, reckoned as one. Arthur, indeed,
{ealls himself & Unionist, while Charles sits
{as Liberal member for West Hull, buv they
inever oppose one another and always act
{gogether. When they speak it is a perpetual
swonder how men who heed so little what
they say contrive to achieve strokes of
(policy which look exactly like the perfected
ynodels of cold-blooded calculation.

«The Wilsons have been fortunate in
their dealibgs with labor, and this is to be

‘*Behind the Bismarckian Yorkshireism
of their public sayings and doings the Wil-
sons- possess many private virtues. They
are munificent in giftsto public institutions,
and do not think the duties of charity are
limited by the writing of a check. Of
course in a commercial town where there
are many vulgar souls who worship wealth
there isa good deal of truckling to the
Wilsons, and ‘a recent mayor in recount-
ing - all that the Wilsons had dome for
Hull actually wept to think -that the
term of Arthur Wilson’s shrievalty had ex-
pired. Where go many men are prepared
to lick their boots it is something to the
credit of the two brothers that they do not
become intoxicated with snobbishness.
Whatever may be their style. of living, they
are extremely simple in their maunners;
they do not forget people who have a claim
upon them, and they are not only generous
in granting favors, but also attentive in re-
membering their promises and following
them up.

““Speculation is very often rife in Hull as
to the possible future of the Wilson firm
and the Wilson family. They are supposed
to be desirous of founding families, and
even on public platforms Charies Wilson
has been referred to as a possible Lord
Warter. Perhaps the Unionist party may
like to give the preference to the master
of Tranby Croft. He cannot’ bring them
many votes, but he can entertain
Cabinet Ministers in Grosvenor. Place,
where they can sit on £1000 sofas and look
at £1500 worth of cut flowers. - He can
also show them some very decent sport
with the Holderness hounds, of which he-is
the master, if they like to run. down to
Yorkshire in the hunting season. For
those who like it there can be pleasant
little parties in the evening, and round
games of cards to be played for chocolates
and Russia-leather counters. 1t is doubt-
ful however, whether they will ever get
him.to profess a violent interest in politics.
Business first, and averything eclse after-
wards, is thhe maxim of the Wilson family.

“On a recent occasion, when the Duke of
Clarence attended a meet at Tranby Croft,
there were two flags to be seen flying at the
tower. One was the Union Jack, the other
was the flag of the Wilson liners. And the
Uuion Jack was not uppermost. This ar-
rangement;, whether accidental or intended,
exemplifies pretty well the relative posi-
tions which busi an t hold in
the affections of the two brothers.”

RIOTING IN LONDON,

Publican Paraders Attacked by Temper-
ance Fanatics and Rowdies.

Loxpox, April 8. —An attempt this after-
noon on the part of publicans and others to
make an important public demonstration
against the proposed law establishing local
option and abridging the privileges of the
liquor trade resulted in a scene of riot and
disorder. ;

The plan of the managers of the demon-
stration was to have precessions in the
various districts, all of them converging into
Trafalgar-square, where the meeting of pro-
test was to be held. About 4.30 o’clock the
processions began to reach the square, the
first being headed by a band and two large
banners with the. words ‘‘No Coercion.”
Some members of the total - abstinence so-
cieties had gathered to meet the paraders,
and.these were ented
ous crowd of the rowdy element, who were
bent on mischief, without much regard to
principle.

Fighting soon began between the rowdies
and teetotalers on the one hand ard the
paraders on the other. In the struggle
banners were torn to pieces-and the proces-
sions broken up. The proceedings through-
out were disorderly.

The Down-Trodden Jew.

Viexsa, April 8.—At an anti-Semitic
meeting last night Deputy Lueger violent-
ly denougced the Jews. A merchant
named Sewald, enraged by Lueger's utter-
ances, made a desperate attack with a
knife upon that individual. Two friends
of Lueger rushed to protect him and a
fierce struggle took place. Sewald killed
one of Lueger's friends and wounded the
other, but Lueger himself escaped. The
assailant was arrested.

FALL OF PELIOM METAL.

it Was in the. Form of An Aerolite and
Hit a Monument,

OssAwATOMIE, Ks., April 9.— An aero-
lite fell near this town yesterday after-
noon, striking the monument of John
Brown, or *‘Ossawatomie Brown,” as he
was sometimes called, erected to him by
private subscription, and originated by’
Horace Greeley in 1863. The meteor broke
off the left arm' of the statue and’ passed
through the dome and knave in a slightly
southeasterly direction, and through six
feet of clay just south of the crypt, stop-
ping only at bed rock.

Experts say the aerolite is composed of
peliom metal, only known to exist in the
sun.

The Hawaiian Question,

Bosrox, April 8.—Mr. Mott Smith,
Hawaiian Minister to Washington, said to-
day that he should remain here some tiime
as there - was nothing for him to do in
Washington until Commissioner' Blount of
Georgia, who is now at Honolulu, makes
his report on the question of annexation.
‘“He thinks he can do it in three months,”
said Mr. Smith, ‘“but it is my candid
opinion that he will require six months at
least. President Cleveland, I believe, has
drawn up a treaty with the Islands, but
just what it is no one appears to know but
himself. For that matter no oune knows
what he proposes to do with it. Nothing
will be done in the matter until Commis-
sioner Blount is heard from.”

The attempts ata compromise in the
meantime give promise of no result. The
party leaders. cautiously watch each other
while sounding the public mind. Members
who have been in contact with their con-
stituents during the recess have not learbed
anything iospiring them to mew action.
The National Liberals alone seem to be
gravitating towards a compromise on large
concessions.

The provincial committee of that party
has instructed its members to do everything
in vheir power to bring about an amicable
sctilement with the Government.

At a recent National Liberal meeting
at Speier a resolution was actually
adopted . declaring - in favor of the accept-
ance of the bill, while at a conference
heid a few days since at Munich, Herr Mar-
quardfen expressed the hope that a fraction
of the Centre party with somg Radicals
would sapport Dr. von Bennigsen’s revised
offer to the Government,.

The Centrists do not show the remotest
sign of surrendering a point. Dr. Lieber
denies that the party is ready to treat on
the Jesuit question and says it simply
wants the Army bill rejected unless it is
amended in accordance with the party’s de-
mauds. The Freisinnige Zeitung is cock-
sure that the Government will defeated
by a large majority, as it believes a com-
promise to be impossible.

Count von Schouvaloff, the Russian Am-
bassador, has had a conference with Chan-
cellor von Caprivi, during which he ex-
plained to the Chancellor the divergences
between Russia and Germany on cértain
points of the proposed Russo-German com-
mercial treaty. Count von Schouvaloff
stated that the Czar was desirous of the
early conclusion of the negotiations.

Prince Bismarck has been keeping up his
birthday celebration all the week, holding
daily levees. The number of visitors to
Friedrichsruhe is now falling off. The’
Prince insists upon spending his evenings
with his family in quietness, receiving his
visitors only in the daytime. The torch-
light procession in his honor has again been
postponed to April 11, which is the anni-
versary of the birth of Princess Bismarck.

Bismarck’s Speech,

The text of the Prince’s speech delivered
in reply to the congratulations of the Bonn
students has strou%l Bismarckian touches.
He said that when he was a student he did
not study. For this he was sorry, because
he found later that he could not repair ‘his
neglected time, ¢‘Still,” he added, “I
would not have been horrified if my sons
had committed, student-like, the excesses
of students.

“University life has its advantages in
somewhat steeling the character by sub-
jecting it to contact to the criticism of
comrades. The sword knot with the
university had become the backbone of
the best German offizial life.” Prinoce Bis-
marck next told the students how, when
Count Herbert Bismarck was a student at
Bonn, he had been suddenly called to take
him home as he was ill.

The Prince found that Herbert's illness
was due to a wound he had received in a
duel. In order to evade the law Herbert
bad hurriedly left the spot where the duel
had been fought with his wound unband-
aged. He had washed the wound with foul
water. Prince Bismarck did not moralize
on duelling: he only advised the students
that it would be better to be caught than to
endanger their health.

The Fateful Second Reading.

The Government is again bowling along
unchecked toward dissolution of the Reich-
stag and Cabinet crisis. As the day for
the fateful second reading of the Army bill
approaches discussion of the possible com-
promises is almost unheard.

The signs of yielding manifested twoweeks
ago by the Chancellor through his semi-
official nelvspapers have disappeared. -Since
the suggestions of The Hamburger Corres-
pondent that the National Liberals raise
their affér from 40,000 to 69,000 mcrease of
the  peace-effective have failed to elicit a
fayorable response frem Bennigsen in the
inspired organs, editors have settled back in
their chairs with the evident intention
of letting come what may. They say that
even the offer of The Hamburger Corres-
pondent conceded a few thousand men
more than the Government could afford to
relinquish, as a reduction of 8000 men be-
low the demands of the bill would be the
utmost that would be yielded 1if the Chan-
cellor’s plan for army reorganization were
to be kept intact.

As the concession thus indicated would
be accepted only by 90 or 100 deputies
who already accept the whole bill, it means
merely that the Government has decided
to defy the majority in the present
Reichatag, and to rely on a general election
to bring better things.

THE SLAVE TRADE.

Stlnloy Says the Germans and Portuguese

A WESTERN STRIKE.

A Large Number of Railroad Employes
Quit Work In Topeka,

TorEka, Kan., April 8.—The 1100 nia-
chinists, boilermakers, blacksmiths and
their helpers emﬂloyed in the shops of the
Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe at this
place quit work to-day, and, acting with
their tellow-workmen along the line of the
entire eystem, are. on strike for better
wages and other demands. It is reported
by the strikers that the firemen and brake-
men are also out, but this lacks
confirmation. . The demand of the men
is that the pay shall be increased 25 cents a
day; that the inexperienced men who get
less than regular rates shall not be required
to do the work of skilled men, and that
when the company deems it necessary to
reduce expenses gangs of men be not 8is-
charged or laid off, but that, the hours te
reduced. The pay of machinists, boiler-mak-
ers and blacksmiths is now $2.50 a day -and
of helpers $1.50. The demand is that the
wages be increased to $2.75 and $1.75 re-
spectively. The demands have been pre-
sented to the management in writing and
by it rejected.

THE MAINLAND KICKING AGAINST
- IHE ISLAND,

Since Vancouver Was Planted There Has
Been a Bitter of Jealousy
Between That City and Victoria—The
Growth of Vancouvér Has Weakened
the Streangth of Victoria.

Vaxcouver, B.C., April 8.—The New
York Times’ Tacoma special regarding the
secession of the mainland of British
Columbia causes considerable amusement
here. :

It is undeniable that there has been great
‘discontent on the mainland caused by the
failure of the Government at Victoria to
introduce & measure of redistribution based
upon the last census, A redistribution that
will give the mainland & fair representation
is greatly desired. Itz representation at
present is anything but fair, the Island of
Vancouver having representation equal to
that of the mainiand, while the latier has
much the larger population.

as reported.

It bas always been the grievance of the
mainland that the province’s seat of gov-
ernment is on an inﬁmd 70 'miles off and a
small tract of land compared with the main-
land, which is indeed an empire
in extent, and it is considered that
the mainland’s interests ar® tly ham-
pered by this tail-wagging:the-dog arrange-
ment.
