li Ottawa, May 30.—The most important 

feature of to-day’s session was the announce­
ment made by Sir John Thompson in answer 
to a question by Mr. Laurier as to the pro­
posed amendments to the Franchise Act.

Sir John said in effect that it 
was proposed to abandon the principle of 
the equality of the franchise throughout the 
Dominion for the election of members of the 
House of Commons, which was so long and 
so bitterly fought for by Sir John Macdonald4- 
in 1885, and to return to the old system of 
adopting the different provincial franchises 
with certain modifications.

The new bill, he said, would probably be ^ 
brought down in a week. It was proposed to 
adopt as a basis the franchises of the varions 
provinces, but not the disqualifications en­
acted by the provincial legislatures.

X Murderer Mac Wherrell Expected a Com 
" mutation, Not a Reprieve—Men Busy 

At the Scaffold Yesterday.
Brampton, May SO.—The paper news that 

MacWherrell’s execution had been post­
poned until Oct. 1 was received in town by a 
mixture of views. Hitherto we have only 
heard the people talking who wish to hear of 
the pfisonor being pardoned. Now the 
clamor of those who think not a moment’s 
respite should be given the murderer of the 
helpless Williamses is being heard with a de­
cided tone and the sneering comment, “They 
never bang anybody in Peel”

Mao Wherrell was informed early this 
moruiug by Jailer Modeland of the news in 
the papers regarding his case. Mao Wherrell 
took the news very quietly, merely saying, 
“It was not what I expected.” The prisoner 
has had a strong belief that his sentence 
would be changed to imprisonment for life. 
Although the jailer has been of 
opinion that Mac Wherrell has not 
changed under his confinement and that 
his spirits have been uniformly cheerful, 
still be was surprised iu the afternoon by 
the decided change in the prisoner’s 
In comparison with his habitual expression 
he was light-hearted as if a great deal had 
been lifted from his mind. The good- 
natured jailor remarked to Mac Wherrell on 
his cheerfulness and the inappreciative man­
ner in which he had received the news of the 
morning. “Well, it’s like this,” said the 
prisoner, “supposing a man is presented with 
something very valuable he cannot appre­
ciate the gift until he has time to think 
about it.”

Up to this evening no word had been re­
ceived by Sheriff Broddy regarding the post­
ponement of the execution. All day the 
carpenter has been working 
scaffold, with Radcltve frequently sup­
erintending the construction. The hang­
man’s voice had a decided tone, of regret 
in speaking of the adjournment. He had 
announced on his arrival here that he had a 
sort of professional foresight that the trap 
would drop ou Mac. The hangman comes 
up in the morning and returns to Faricdale 
every evening. To-day has been rather a 
joyful one for Mac Wherrell, for besides the 
ne ws of bis respite he received half-a-dozen 
copies of the photos mentioned yesterday. 
The artist had put special work on them, 
blueing the cravat and touching up the pri­
soner’s cheeks. Mac. enjoyed looking upon 
the fac-similés of his beloved features with 
great pride and congratulated the artist on 
the excellence of his skill.

STABBED WITH AN UMBRELLA.
Death Results From the Weapon Being 

Driven Into the Eye.

London, May 30‘—John Hewstou, an Am­
erican registered at the Fifth-Avenue Hotel 
as a general, was jostled by three musicians 
as he was walkjng in Gray’s Inn Road this 
àfternoeu. When he protested against this 
rudeness one of the musicians named Bruton 
called him foul names and threatened 
to strike him with a camp stool. 
Hewstou in defending himself with his um­
brella drove the ferrule into Burton’s eye. 
The man fell to the pavement and soon lost 
consciousnefs. He was taken to the Royal 
Free Hospital, where he has since died, 
Hewston was arrested.

Merely to Qives Time For Consideration.
The message to Judge Ferguson requesting

BOARD OF TRADE NOTES.THE PARIS FUNDS,
The Report of Committee Re Arbitration 

Passed By Connell.

The report of the Committee re Chamber 
of Arbitration was presented at the meeting 
of council of the Board of Trade yesterday 
afternoon and carried. In bis report to the 
president and council of the board the htiAir­
man says:

“Your committee direct special attention 
to what is offered by the proposed system. 
Briefly stated, all the advantages may be 
reduced to three primary essentials of justice 
—cheapness, celerity and certainty. * * * 
The panel of arbitrators will include repre­
sentatives of all trades aud allied interests, 
will be nominated by the council of the 
board and balloted for by the corporation. 
The entire proceedings of ithe chamber will 
be considered strictly private and confiden­
tial, the parties aud their agents aloqe being 
present and no reports being issued. * * * 
The rules further provide for an impartial 
legal assessor to whom any question of con­
struction of documents or admissibility or 
relevancy of evidence or other legal question 
may be referred by the parties or arbitrators 
for their guidance, thus safe-guarding the 
parties by the advantages of practically an 
inexpensive judicial determination of mat­
ters. and avoiding the necessity of procuring 
legal advocacy to guard against departure 
from legal and judicial rules.

“The advantages of this are so obvious in 
inexpensively settling disputes, no matter 
how large the sum involved, as to require no 
comment. It may be proper to say, how­
ever, that in England it has been found pro­
ductive of the greatest benefits, ensuring as 
It does the disposition of cases as satisfac­
torily as if tried before one of the courts 
without the necessity of the enormous ex­
pense of litigants having to retain solicitors 
aud counsel to advocate their views. The 
chamber gives trained experts or practical 
business men, with power to call iu trained 
impartial legal assistance where necessary. 
The award of the arbitrators may be en­
forced in the same manner as a 
order of the High 
same effect.”

Not less than 30 arbitrators are to be 
nominated by the council and 25 to be elected 
by ballot by the general board.

Two delegates from the board, Messrs.
