Screen Has Done.

Ray R. Rockett, president of the
Rockett Film Corporation, believes that
while all motion picture interests should
still be on thLe alert to fight censorship
wherever and whenever it sticks up its
dragon head, there .is now no great
danger that it will be wished on the
industry as a national proposition.

Boys
and girls are not in mischief when at
the picture show. If a picture be ob-
jectionable parents should keep the
kiddies away from it.

“It has brought the ends of the earth
together and made them acquainted, so
that the peoples of the world for the
first time understand each others needs.
This is the greatest influence for world-
wide peace.

*“It has made a tour of the world pos-
eible by staying at home. The film
takes the fan everywhere and this
broadens his mind and makes him a
better citizen.

“It shows us how things are made and
gives us an understanding of the tre-
mendous cleverness of man. This stimu-
lates interest in arts and crafts. People
who habitaully see pictures are better
informed than people who taboo them.

‘“For a long time the church looked
upon the film as a devil, but it has been
found to be a great medium for good
and now the churches are installing pro-
jection machines so rapidly that theater
managers have taken alarm. The film
is used to illustrate sermons, in Sun-
day school work, in the missions, in
propaganda, in entertainments and to
earn money with.

EDUCATIONAL WORK.

“In educational work
has no &mit. It is in all large schools,
colleges and universities and has been
found so much superior to the textbook
that educators look for it to revolution-
ize educational methods. Its use tends
to quicken instruction and, therefore,
to shorten the school and college terms
and this brings girls and boys into the
channels of production at an earlier
age, the grand result being to light-
en the economic burden of the
world and greatly lessen poverty.
Thomas A. Edison said recently that he
could teach children more history in 15
minutes with a film than they eould
learn in two weeks from a textbook.

TORONTO, April 29.—‘The farmers
have asked for bread and you have
given them a stone: they have asked
something substantial that will be of
value to them and you are handing
them a gold brick. You are handing
them something that in my view is
absolutely useless to rural Ontario.”

This was Hon. G. H. Ferguson's de-
scription in the Legislature to-night of
Premier Drury's plan to meet the de-
mand of the rural sections of the pro-
vince for assistance in the extension of
hydro power into rural Ontario. The
Government's bill, introduced in re-

sponse to pressure from within its own
ranks, was anything but satisfactory to
the advocates of an aggressive hydro
rural policy. It provided for a 50 per
cent. grant to rural primary lines, and
was looked upon as a minimum. But
when the bill was brought down the 50
per cent. grant had been cut to 33 per
cent. This was the amount proposed
in 1914 by the Whitney Government and
announced by Sir Adam Beck.

MR. FERGUSON’S STAND.

Mr. Ferguson, in speaking on second
reading, declared that the bill would be
a disappointment to the farming com-
munity.

“I am for giving hydro to the rural
parts of Ontario even supposing it does
cast a substantial sum to the province,”
he said.

Mr. Ferguson declared that the secret
of success in dealing with the problem
of rural hydro would be found in link-
ing up the small urban centers, a fea-
ture that the Government had given
practically no attention.

Premier Drury questioned Mr. Fer-
gueon’s sincerity. He thought Mr. Fer-
guson was trying to make the farmers
believe that the Government was not
dealing justly with them, while on the
other hand he was waliting to jump
upon the Government and attack it for
increased expenditures.

A REAL BENEFIT

Mr. Drury insisted that the Govern-
ment’s proposal would provide a real
measure of benefit. It would encour-
age the construction of rural lines and
by developing rural consumption would
enable the small connecting centers to
get their power cheaper.

‘““No one is more anxious for rural
hydro than I am, but I don’t want to
help the farmer when we are going to
injure him and the whole province by
doing s0,” said the premier in empha-
sizing the need for care in the develop-
ment of a policy that must involve
growing expenditures without a corre-
sponding increase in revenue.

The premier commented on the com-
plexity of the hydro system and sug-
gested the possibility of a change in
the future in which the  Government
would become’ the manufacturer and
distributor of hydro power, selling it to
the municipalities as a wholesaler
would.

PLAN TO FIGHT THE
QUEBEC LIQUOR LAW

Said That Fund of $500,000 Has Been
Raised by Liguor Dealers.
MONTREAL, April 29.—The constitu-
tionality of the new Quebec Liquor Act
will be challenged before the local
courts early next week, as soon as it
has been put into force, .according to
reports, which stated that a fund of
$500,000 is already subscribed by the
wholesale liquor merchants and dis-

tillers’ agents for. the purpose.

It is claimed the new act conflicts
with the common law of the Dominion
and would not stand the test of the
courts.

MUST LEAVE L. & P. S.
BOARD IN SIXTY DAYS

TORONTO, April 29.—The Legislature
this afternoon gave third reading to the
bill forbidding aldermen from sitting on
other boards.

This means that after July Ald. J. C.
Wilson and Bridge must retire from the
L. & P. S. R. commission within 60
days.

| Text Round Brieux Preaches the
Lesson in ‘‘Damaged Goods.”

In reply to criticism circulated at
the recently monthly meeting of the
Social Service Council, anent the pro-
duction, in film form of plays like
“Damaged Goods,” to be used as
propaganda in the study of ravages of
venereal disease, Dr. H. W. Hill, of the
Institute of Public Health, is reported as
coming to the defense of such propa-
ganda in general. Dr. Hill, however,
takes exception to the film form of the
Brieux play on the grounds, not that
it is too suong. but that it is not
strong enough. He s reported as say-
ing: ‘I found that they had cut out
all the main points in an effort to make
the picturq as innocent as possible.
None of the really crucial points or des-
perate situations were brought out as
(orcxhly as they might and should have
been.’

Such an analysis would seem to be
the perfect answer to objections voiced
by other delegates, one of whom con-
tended that the film in question is |
merely salacious and suggestive, that
beyond a warning to ‘‘avoid quacks,”
the lessons it teaches are ‘‘absolutely
vile."”

If Brieux is misrepresented by sen-
timental scenario writéers and cowardly
censors, whose fault is that? ILet the

For all that, the
child—like the Nemesis of the Geeek
drama, like the Ghest of Caesar in
Shakespeare’s tragedy—pervades and
permeates the scene.

at tle rich man’s table, lives his life,
is made one with his family, mingles

There is no necessity to outline the .
Brieux play. There is a man in it,
George Dupont, not worse than other -
men, better than some, he thinks; a
man who has ‘longed for the taste of
rouged lips and the glitter of black-~
ened eyes and pale faces,” but who has
put these things from hkim; a man who
has lived ‘“‘almost straight,” victim of
what men call an accident.’

There is a woman, Henrietta I.aonche..
an ordinary middle-class young woman,
of about 22, ignorant as most; a givl
whom life has taken by the scruff of
the neck and intends to chagtise. Why?
Apparently just for the ct that she
loves and marries George Dupont. o

There is George’s mother and Hen-
rietta's father; the one a woman, with
a terrific maternal instinct and -an
egostical outlook; the other the accep-
ed respectable married man, who has
lived down the follies of his youth,
fiercely insistent upon the chastity and
the safety of his own women folk, but
not so concerned for others. There is
the prostitute, but her's, as Klpllng
would say, is “‘anotker story.” There
is a nurse, an ordinary grasping French
peasant. Finally, in a sort of epilogue,
which takes place in a Paris ‘hospital, 4
there are doctors, students and patients.

Above all these characters, however,
at least so far as the didatic end ot :s*
the work goes, is—the Doctor.

The doctor of “Damaged Goods,” we
see him in our midst every dzy-—sclen.-
tific, kindly, knowing human nature too.
well to despise it; loving it rather, in
all its ignorance and its folly, teaching
the holiness of bodily health, preaching -
the forgiveness of all sins save the .
physical.

This man, product of -the unlva'slty-.
and the clinic, has the science of the
prevention of disease at his fingertips, -
but no machinery wherewith to get
“prevention’ across to the people. He'
and his are victims of a system which
recognizes labor, agriculture, edues,tlon
(of a certain sort)—but not health. No
portfolio for Public Health. Heaps and .
heaps and heaps of money for the .
defense of property.. Only pickings for -
the defense of life—life that goes down
by ways of disease, a thousandfold

For 10 years past ministerial, social
and other bodies have been attacking
“Damaged Goods” on the ‘‘hear-so”
basis of ecriticism. Then comes the
garbled film edition. And all the while
the play itself, the real Brieux text and
dialogue, remains for the most part un-
known.

Is It possible, I ask myself, that any-
one who hase read Brieux could be either
shocked or provoked with him? Then
I think of ‘“‘the Pink Lady,? ‘“‘Madame
Sherry,” and a hundred or/ go musical
comedies, through which, in immediate
pre-war years, London audiences have
sat smilling, though they must have
been perfectly well aware that situa-
tions of the most doubtful character,
language the most suggestive, were then
going forward on the stage
