The State of Trade.

There has been some improvement in
the wholesale trade during the last week.
The volume of trade has increased in some
important departments, and the general
feeling is thata sound healthful busines,
which will continue throughout the fall
without any serious break, has been begun.
It is not probable that a heavy season's
trade will be done, however. The un-
doubted failure of the spring wheat crop
in the Eastern provinces has, to some ex-
tent, spoiled the prospects of a month ago,
and the later advices.from the North-West
show that the frost has done some slight
damage there, confined, jowever largely
to coarse grains. The reports that the
winter wheat had suffered severly turn out
to be exaggerated. The winter whoat
harvest bad already begun in some sec~
tions before the frost came, and inall the
wheat was too far matured for it to auffer
groat damage. Oats and peas suffered
somewhat, however. Together with the
low prices which have ruled throughout
the season for dairy products, which are
still declining in value as the season
advances, these drawbacks to the pros-
perity of the farmers will render
them cautious about spending money.
The general feeling is, however,
one ot cheerfulness and confidence.
Money is easy and abundant and the prices
of stock are advancing. Cotton - stocks
have been especially strong a considerable
advance having been established during
the last few weeks under a good demand.
Prices of these stocks are now considerably
higher than at any time since the troubles
of two years ago. The belief is general
that the cotton manufacture of Canada is
on a sounder base than for some years.
The mills are working on orders, as a gens
eral rule, and most of them, though, not
working up to their full capacity, are
working full time. Stock manu-
facturers’ agents report that stocks in
their hands are not large and that the
output 18 not likely to exceed the demand
in ‘apny department ; the manufacturers
being greatly varied prevent a too great
output to any one class of goods.

A Profitable Business,

HOW MONEY OAN BE MADE BY BAVING OLD
NEWSPAPERS,

Having occasion the other day to search
for some copies of daily newspapers of a
certain date in 1875, 1 was not surprised to
find that at the office of the newspapers I
could bny no copies. Not one of the great
dailies could furnish & copy of the date
which I needed, but I wasreferred in every
caseto a man named Robert Budd, former.
ly & bootblack, who makes & business of
dealing in back numbers of newspapers. I
found him and in half an hour I bad the
papers. Budd’s history, or rather that of
bis business, is peculiar, He is a coal-
black negro, with an intelligent face anda
remarkable faculty for estimating the value
of his wares. Although he has a regular
price list, his prices vary according to
what he thinks may be the value of the
paper to the would-be buyer. Some months
ago there was a law case which required
the presentment in court either of a certain
newspaper or certified copy of an article
covering several pages in small type.
Budd was the only man in the city who
cotld furnish the paper ; he asked $100 for
it, although it was not ten years old, and
had originally cost him but two cents, and
the sum was paid, for the certified copy
would have cost still more. Five years
ago Budd had & bootsblacking stand on
Broadway, near Thirtieth street, and at
the same time sold newspapers. He was
struck with the number of demands made
upon him for copies of newspapers two or
three days, or a week, or even & month
old,and he bad the idea of adding to his
business that of old newspapers. That there
is a demand for old newspapers is amply
shown by the business he has built up. At
present he occupies a large cellar, the
walls of which are lined with newspapers
tied up in bundles, each bundle contains
ing the copies for one month of each
paper. There is a tag attached to each
bundle giving the month and year., As
he still keeps up his newspaper stand, he
of course gets his papers at cost price, and
when & person really wants a paper there
is a chance for profit. Every day Budd
puts away twenty copies each of the Hers
ald und the Sunm, ten of the World, Times
and Tribune each, and five gopies each of
the evening newspapers, His schedule of
prices is supposed to be as follows: For
papers three days old, double the price;
for papers a week old, 10 cents ; for papers
& month old, 25 ceuty ; for papers a year
ald, $1 ; for papers more than a year old,
$1.25 additiooal ‘or every year. But, as
I said before, this schedule is no guide in
case Budd discoyers that the paper is of
great importance.

schooner Neskletia of Lockport, Nova
Scotia, arrived at this port from Grand
Banks with 45,000 pounds of fresh balibut,
on which the customs authorities collect-
ed a duty of half a cent a pound,on the
ground that being packed in ice they could
pot be regarded as fresh fish for immediate
consumption, since fish preserved in salt
or in any other manner. This action was
based on certain decisions of the Treasury
Department relative to lake fish, where
fish solidly frozen into barrels in such
manner as to be preserved for months was
beld to be dutiable, The duty was paid
under proteet, and the facts reported to
Washington for adjudication. The fish were
entered as fresh fish for immediate con-
sumption in that conditién on the oath of
the master of the vessel, but on opening
the cargo a portion was found in such bad
order that they could not have been ship-
ped fresh, and 23,000 pounds was sold to
the smokers to be cured. After consider-
able correspondence and delay the decision
of the Treasury Department was received
by Collector Babson to~day as follows :

The Department is of the opinion that
fish imported for immediate consumption
and packed in ice to preserve them from
decay during a fishing voyage are fresh
fish for immediate consumption within the
purview of the free list act March 3, 1883,
and decigion thereunder,and being thus
egpecially provided for they cannot be
held for duty as foreignscaught fish not
specially enumerated or provided for under
the tariff laws. But duties shotld be col-
lected under said laws and decisions on
such portion of the cargo as was wpon un-
loading is found to be in such a condition
after the voyage that they could omly be
sold for the purpose of smoking.

Tae Live Berweey MoxtrEAL AND WIN-

It is a
pasty or plastic gelatinized nitro-glyoerine
compound, and is composed of cellulose
and niter and nitro-glycerine.

1ts advantages as an explosive are stated
as follows : Itis five times less sensitive
to shock than dynamite, and is that much
safer ; its semi-solid state permits it to be
used with ease under apy and all condis
tions ; like explosive gelatine, it is imper~
vious to water, and is thus valuable for
military, naval, and eubmarioe work ; it
is claimed to be, on the basis of volume,
25 to 50 per cent stronger than dynamite,
and its cost of maoufacture is about the
same as dynamite.

[n support of these claims for the new
powder we notice, says Engineering News,
that Gen. Henry L. Abbott, in an official
report upon the test of this powder, says
that taking dynamite No. 1 as & standard,
and giving it & value of 100, the foroite,
with 95 per cent equals an intensity of
185 ; with 75 per cent, it equals 124 ; and
with 40 per cent strength it equals an in-
tensity'of 95. In a personsl letter to the
manufacturers of the forcite, published
with the report, Gen. Abbot also says:
« Your explosive {s the strongest to be
had in our market, and must therefore be
a prominent candidate for adoption in our
torpedo service in place of dynamite
No. 1."—S8cientific American.
