They Stand Together.Economy In Shoes.

It is in the purchase that judgment must 
be displayed, as well as at later stages of 
the life of the shoe. A sensible person 
uatnrally wants a sensible shoe ; but on en­
tering a shoe store he finds himself oon- 
ronted by shoes running all the way from 

$1 or less to $12 or $15. The purchaser, 
whether man or woman (for the interests 
of the sexes are identical), will be wise not 
to buy from either end of the list.

It is very often a temptation, especially 
for a poor woman desiring to obtain shoes 
for her child, for instance, or needing some­
thing “ just to wear around the house” at 
her work, to feel that some of the cheapest 
which are offered will “ do just as well as 
those which cost twice as much ;” the dif­
ference in price is a matter of importance

Just here she should pause to consider 
that the cost of an article is measured, not 
by the abstract sum, but by what it repre­
sents of value or service, says Good House- 
keepirvj. ^|ere is a pair of shoes, for in­

stance, which cost but $1.50, and they look 
pretty well. There is a pair which cost 
$3.25, and they do not look much better at 
a casual glance. She stands at a little dis­
tance and looks at them. That 117 per 
cent, difference in price affects her vision. 
“ I don’t suppose these^will dost quite so 
long,” she half admits ; “ but I don’t think 
anyone would notice the difference.”

Perhaps not at the moment ; but if the 
good woman will look more closely herself, 
guided by the skill of an expert, she will 
see that the finish of the cheaper shoe is ar­
tificial ; lliut the texture of the leather is 
coarse ; that it is roughly put together by 
indifferent machinery ; that the leather, 
instead of being thin, firm of grain, yet 
soft, promising long wear and an easy fit, 
is*really a heavy leather, split, dressed, 
and polished, to take the place of a first- 
class, reliable article, which would have 
cost several times as much.

Here, then, is why the cheaper shoes are 
not worth half the factional price which 
they cost. With care they may wear for 
five or six weeks, but they cannot be kept 
“ looking presentable ” for half that time. 
The dearer shoes willtwear as many months, 
and with a little care they will look well 
till they are worn out.

eaten in large quantities, colic is often the 
result. The careful, thoughtful man who 
feeds his horses regularly rarely has the 
colic to contend with. More frequent feed­
ing of small feeds is better than too much 

See the skilful horseman on 
the slip with his horses tied up without 
exercise. He cuts down his feed to keep 
the horses with keen appetite. A very 
little overfeeding produces colic.”

ern method of feeding animals through tin* 
winter, and especially young animals is a 
great advance upon the old system. A 
two-year-old steer may be brought into an 
equally good condition by good and regular 
feeding, as a four-year old by the ordinary 
method by which growth is made only in 
the summer, and the animal gains nothing 
or loses weight during the winter. Just at 
this lime thousands of farmers are neglect­
ing this fact and are permitting their stock 
to fall away and lose condition at the very 
outset of winter, when they should he gain­
ing. This loss of condition puts the stock 
in a very poor feed and exposure to cold, 
and all the other Hardships which they arc 
bound to meet before spring finds them 
much reduced in health and strength. 
There is no profit in this sort of manage­
ment ; but, on the other hand, there is a 
very satisfactory protit made in the liberal 
feeding u hieh is now practiced by the best 
farmers.—Practical Farmer.

The American Goshawk.

Veryvdifferent in appearance and habits 
from the larger species is the goshaa k, or, 
as he is ominously styled in northern New 
England, the “ blue hen hawk.” Of rather 
slender build when full grown a hawk of 
this sort measures from twenty to twenty- 
four inches in length. It is bluish slate 
color above ; below, white crossed with 
many zigzag slate colored lines. Though 
more numerous in the mountains of the far 
west and in the British possessions the gos­
hawk is not uncommon in our northern­
most states in fall and winter, and occas­
ionally even builds its nest in the region.

Malaga Grapes.

Malaga grapes, or at least what are «sold 
for Malagas on the streets here and else­
where, are, it is said, really not Malaga 
grapes at all, but are a grape that grows in 
the almost inaccessible mountain regions of 
Spain, in the district of Almeria. The 
true Malaga grape is so tender and delicate 
a fruit that it will not stand shipment 
well, and even when it arrives in good con­
dition it is so perishable that unless quick 
sales are made the importer u-ill have his 
labor for his pains. Nearly all of tho 
Malaga grape crop is madainto raisins.

The white aud pinkish-white grapes sold 
here as Malagas arc a hardy fruit. The 
region in which they are grown is wild and 
primitive, and the grapes are all trans­
ported from the vineyards to Almeria on 
donkeys, a distance of fifty miles, there 
being no roads to the hills. The country 
between Almeria and thé vineyards is in­
fested by wild beasts and outlaws, and 
tourists have not yet ventured to include 
that part of Spain in their wanderings.
