Insîde n. plcating et' velvet rouleau;, and
strings et'jet beads. Gireen velvet stringq, fin-
ishi off nt thie ends with a fringo ofjot beadit.

A bonnet iUît a black tulle crowa, formtd of'
bouillons divideti b y branches ofemnail flowrets
eof bline velvet andi jet beails; thie brimt andi cur-
tain eof plain bluo velvet. Blue velvet flowers
inside. Strings partly bioe velvet, partly black
moire, brocaedt ih blue)lowers.

Largei flowcrs are fashionable for trimming
bonnets; they are made or' velvet, chenille, or
I îlush. Among railher cccentric novelties ive
tave noticed beautifully ituitateti chestnuts burst-
ing front thoir green shelis; lstcfo rsof
spun gol, vith priclily cavelopes andi stems;

ad, lastiy, large mtails, iviith sblls ofrma velvet,
andi a bedy of somo pltzshy wbite inattrial; the
shape la pcrt'ectly copied from nature, eyes and
borne included3 but te colours arc rallier
strange.

Tho proscrit mode et' arranging the hair la
very faneiful ; curls, botit frizzcd andi long, ban-
deaux, and plaits, are mixeti lu pretty confusion.
Thie coifirns suited te titis cheotic style et' hair-
dressing are mostly soft, supple strips of riblien
et' golai or silver braid, upea wriicit are placeti
lufis eof flowers, andi wbich can he passed in andi
eut betreen cure plaits, anzd bandeau;, accord-
ieg tetasto. Imitations of'long) sottgrecn recds
are alsos useti instead eof ribhon or braid. flua-
cites etclear green grapes, sprinkiea ithl a sort
et' silver dew, fermi very lovely coiffures ; China
asters, wtitt peolais eOf silsrer bouillon andi gola
centres, look wcll uipon coloureti ribitea.
