So far as is known at present,
twentv-seven Orders and Congre-
gations of men and two hundred of
women have applied to the French
Governtient for leave to  remam.
Atnong the Principal are the Trap-
pists, the Domiunicans, the Ora-
torians, the Franciscans, the Mar-
ist Fathers and Brothers, aund
some BHenedictines, If is fully  ex-
pected that owing to the inter-
vention of the Bishop of Grenable,
already alluded to in  these col-
utans, the Monks of the Grand
Chartreust, or some of them, will
also applv for authorization. The
Associations Bill will again he at-
tacked * the Conservatives when
the Parliament opens towards thé
end of October, While hese at-
tacks are beine planned, the relig-
ious continue to depart. The Fa-
thers of L& Salette are establish-
g their chief house at Tournay,
in Belgivm;  the Benedictines of
Marseilles are leaving for San
Remo and the Valley of Aosta;
Carmclite Nuns are leaving several
French towns for places in Belgium
and Molland, .and the Jesuits are
fast disannearing from their num-
erons  establishinents all  over
France.

Tha reporters of
the dailv journals treated the mat-
tep with respect and fairness, hav-
ine had access to the crypt at all
hours and been given every oppor-
tunitv of investigating the curses.

He did not pro-
pose for a moment to tay down
