Fiscally. Pertaining to government rev-
enue received from stamps regularly sold
and cancelled by its post offices.
Fibre. The tine, threadlike structure of
paper. This tibre is usually linen, cotton,
straw or wood. The quality of the paper
to a great extent depends upon the fibrous
material used
Forgeries. Same as counterfeits.
