A few days ago it was announced by cable
that the Portuguese Government had granted.
permission to the British to land troops at
Delagon Bay, which would be a point of para-
mount importance to England in her war
against the Boers. Delagoa Bay and the
small territory surrounding were a subject of
controversy as regards ownership between
England and Portugsl & few years ago, and
the guestion was submitted to Marshal
McMahon, then President of France,
for arbitration. The Marshal decided in
favor of Portugal, ond there the matter
rested until the Transvaal war broke out
when England requested permission to land
troops at Delagoa Bay. After a few months
of negotiation the Portuguese Government
consented and the Lower House passed a bill
to thet effect. At this stage, however, the
popular excitementrose high, demounstrations
wers held in thelarge cities, Ministers were
insulted and the country was iu a ferment
which, increased by the arrival of a British
fleet in the Tagus, which looks like & menace.
And now it is certain the Upper House will
throw out the bill, and that the Portugese
Ministry will fall, if indeed & rovolution do
not take place.

CIVIL SERVICE REFORNM.

The report of the Commission appointed to
enquire inte the working of the Civil Service
has been laid on the table of the House of
Commons. It is an interesting document,
and if acted upon by Parlinment will produce
a bencficial change. It is not perfect, but
then what ofliclal document is? There are
two clasees of people who must rejoice at
the adoption of the report—one i8 members
of “Parliamert, including Cabinet members
of course and the other is the intelligent
young men of the country who pogsess
ability to fill a good Government situation
but have no political influence. There are
two other classes who must grieve over its
adoption, and they are election bummers, who
hope to be rewarded for their exertions with
a fat berth, and those old anti-deluvians of
hotk political parties, who do not desire any
change at all. Wo can imagine the agony
a member of Parliament must feel on a
card being presented to him while sitting
in his place in the House, bearing the follow-
ing ominous name: * John B. Smith,” when
it flashes upon him that the youag man is
the son of one of his constituents who placed
hig vehicle at his disposal at the last elec-
tion. The member gooes out, shakes John
B. cordially by the hand, asks him how he
likes Ottawa, and invites him to the Semnate
saloon to have a drick. What less can he
do? Then the son of his enthusinstic sup-
porter informs the hon. member that he has
comse to the Capital to remind him of thatlittle
place in the Customs, % Oh, of course, cer-
tainly, I was just talking to the Minister this
morning about you; I'll see you again to-
morrow.”” And the heart-broken mem'ber
goes back to his seat and prepares his speech,
the face of John B.in {ront of him all the
time, and Jobn B. goes back to his hotel de-
termined he will hang on like grim death
until he is firm!y seated in the Customs. The
report .of the Commission strongly and dis-
tinctly recommends tbat the aspirant for
the Civil Service must pass a competitive

TEOUGE TS SUGGRSTEN BY. TEE TAR-
. TAN AGITATION. - -

The meeting of prominent Scotchmen, held
yesterday in the Mechanics’ Hall, for the
patrietic object of protesting .against the
abolition of the tartau in Highland regi-.
‘ments, should teach a lesson to a certain class
of Irishmen. The tartan affair i purely a
_gentimental grievance, but it is none the less
a grievance, and we are glad the storm 1t has
awnkened bhas taught the utilitarian, Mr.
Childers, that it is not safe to insult national
feeling. Bot the abolition of the tar-
tan would be a grievance which ‘would
sink. into utter insignificance beside the
{and system -of Ireland which pauperizes and
degrades 8 whole people. We have Irishmen
in our midst whose fathers suffered from this
iniquity in their generation—who have suf-
fured, perhaps themselves—and yet they are
cither aghamed or afraid to take part in the
purely oonstitutional agitation which the
Land League is carrying on in Montreal to
assist their fellow-countrymen at home. We
should like to know what is thare to be afraid
of. Even in I[reland the Government,
although Heaven knows they are not
over particular in coercing that country,
but even there they have not suppressed the
Land League. And if they are not afraid
what are they ashamed of? Has Ireland done
anything wrong in standing up at last before
the world and asserting her claims to national
lifa and happinese? Or is any Irishman in
Montreal ashamed to-be seen endorsing the
action of the Irish National party, the most
brilliant body of mep, for their numbers, who
bave ever sat in the British Housa of Com-
mong. Are our grest men here in Montreal
any bettcr than Charles Stewart Parnell, or
Justin McCarthy, or A. M. Snllivan? If it
wag a Scottish Land League which was work-
ing for the regeneration of Auld Scotia we
should see no backsliding; surely not. But
when a vacancy for Parliament occurs their
patriotism booms, and there i8 a premivm on
Irish National stock.

An impression obtains among our promi-
nent men that by endorsing the Land League
they will gain the ill-will of their fellow
citizens of other pationalities. This leeling
did not bowever prevent the Hon, Mr,
Beaudry presiding at a Land League meeting,
nor did it prevent him being elected Mayor
afterwards. The result of this backsliding is
that the iufluence of what the Mountreal cor-
respondent of the Globe calls the social and
political leaders of the Irish people has passed
into the Lands of the younger, more capable,
sincere, and better educated young men.
And this in fact is what has taken place in
Ireland as well. The Nationa) party is com-
posed of young men who are not afraid of
their shadows, while the time-servers have
fallen to the rear and are engaged in wishing
misfortuncs to the National movement., So
long as Iranc Butt ard his fossil following
brought up his annual motion for an eaquiry
into the state of Ireland all went merrily.
The motion was kicked contemptuously aside,
and Mr. Buttand hig followers collapsed tiil
the year tollowing, satisfiad that they had
consclentiously performed a disagreeable
duty. The generation that bas just risen is
made of sterner stuff; the Irishmen &ll over
the world have begun to think that moving
mild resolutions and marching in procession
once a year are not their gole duties to their
native Iand. They have caught some
of the BScotch pertinacity while pre-
serving their Irish fire, and they are
more respected for their faith and
enrnestness by the different elements sur-
rounding tbem than if they were frightened
of their shadows. The truth is, that under
the old regime Ireland was not fit for perfect
froedom. One hundred and fifty years of
penal laws do not pass over the heads of four
successive generations for nothing. They
were in political darknees too long, and
when they were brought into the light it
dnzzled them. Buat the_last generation of
their descendants cau now look at the sun of
freedom without blinking.

THAT $100,000.

The Toronto Mail has constituted itself the
Canadian organ of the landlord party in
Great Britain and Ireland, and fthis, we
imagine, without being asked. About two
months’ since it discharged from its staff one
of its ablest writers for the crime of moving,
or seconding, a resolution in favor of the
Land League. This was a poor, paltry piece
of spite, but we believe Mr. Thompson—the
gentleman dismissed—survives the calamity.
It would be good for parties, and it would
bo beneficial to Canada, if we could dis-
associate ourselves from Imperial politics.
We have reslly notbing to do with it, for our
interests are not identical. A man, for in-
stance, can be an excellent Conservative in
Canadn without admiring Lord Beaconsfield’s
tortuous policy, and a conscientious Liberal
wilhout endorsing the Irish Coercion strategy
of Mr. Gladstone, or the clolure. The Mon-
treal Gazette recognizes this, but the Toronto
Muail does mot. 1t will persist in assuming
the responsibilities of the Imperial Jingos.
The Canadiun House of Commons voted
$100,000 for the relief of the people of Ireland
at the session of last year, and ‘this
large sum of money was misapplied
through official blundering, if not by design.
At all events it did not reliev e the people for
whom it was intended, and because of this
misappropristion of funds, the Hon. Messrs.
Anglin and Blake attacked the Government,
and the JMail flies to the rescue. For this we
csn hardly blame a journal which is pledged
up to the eyes to support its party right or

wrong, but what we do object to is, that the

 were sufficient for the purpose of its relief.”

Now, this is a miserable way of defending
the misapplication of funds by the Govern-
ment, If there was no famine why was the
moneoy granted? The people of Ireland ai-
ways want piers; there are poor people in
every couniry who would not refuse
asgistance in that way, but it does
not follow that goverLments are going to
grant them sums of money for improvements.
I tbey ncted on that policy they bave poor
people at home whom it would be well to
encourage. No, this sophistry will not an-
swer, and at the risk of beiog monotonous
we assert that the Government did uot carry
out the benevolent inteniion of Parliament,
at which the country is disappointed.

AT LAST.

The news of the death of the Czar at the
bhands of the Nihilists nstonishes the whole
world and sends a thrill of fear inte the very
marrow of the potentates of the earth, As
for the victim of Nihilist hate himself it
should have been a positive relief, for except
life was very dear to him dvath must have been
welcome under the conditions by which he
was surrounded. He knew that death hovered
about him in a thousand different sbapes.
The roof over his head might fall
upon bhim at any moment, the cup
he raised tremblingly to his lips might.
contain his doom, the guard at bis back
might sheath his sword in his body, for all
these things have happened to his prede-
cessors. But, still life is sweet, even to a
monarch with the sword of Damocles su-
spended over his head ; and we have heard of
a Roman who purchased the imperlal crown
for a fabulouns sum, kn-wing his reign would
be of the briefest.

The Cear is dead ; the vengeance of the
Nihilists, apparently slumbering for fourteen
monthe, has overtaken the most powerful
govereign on earth, and the result is death

of Europe. The « divivity that doth hedge
& king"” has been singularly favorable to
the kings of the earth since Hewnri Quatre
foll beneath the knifo of Ravilliere. Since
that time hardly a European Sovereign has
escaped attempts at assassination. We are
well aware that several Emperors of Rugsia
and at least ono Sultan of Turkey have fallen
victims to Court intrigue, but a8 the assassi~
nations were of a dynastic character—family
quarrels, so to speak—they are not looked
upon in the same way as the assassination
of the Czar Alexander. Nor {s the mur-
der of Gustavos Adolphus of Bweden
to be ranked as an assassination in the sense
wo mark the murder of the Czar, for it is fo
be considered that when nobles go in for
assassination they have the opportunity af-
forded them as trusiworthy gentlemen huv-
ing access to the person of the Sovereign.

mercy in his mouth.” Bome say that Con.
stantine was really trying to shoke his brother,
and that the arrival of the Cear saved bis Iifs,
The death of the Caar must have some effect
upon Russia and upon all Burope. His suc.
ceesor is gaid to be opposed to concessions,
and to be hostile to Germany and Boglaund,
but, neverthelese, he is more than mortal ifthe
dreadful fate of hia father does mot modify hig
policy. The tyranny must be tremendoug
which gives birth to Nihilism. Nihilism
must be condemned as a secret and murder-
ous society, but it is actually no worse than
the despotism of Russia. Nikilism haskilled
& Czar, the Russian Bystem murders its tens
of thousands every year. Wae shall not be
astonish d after this to see a rapprockement

among the Bovereigns for seli~defence, but
what can they do more than was done to
shield the dead Alexander from the assassina-
tion? The way to prevent assassination is
to leave the assassin no cauee ; the way to kill
Nihilisim and Socialism is to glve the people
what belong to them, and that is a right to
live happily in thoir native country.
